Agenda: 

1. Math Honors program changes
· The program changes were reviewed by the Curriculum and Assessment Subcommittee of the College of Arts and Sciences Honors Committee and by ASCC. 

· The Math Department provided four year plans, advising sheets and assessment plans that were requested by ASCC. 

· The panel is comfortable with the rationale for the changes and the expanded options for students, but would like more complete and correct information in the four year plans and advising sheets. 
· The department should specify if students will be able to receive both a BA and a BS for the honors tracks. If the intention is to allow both, the department should have separate four year plans for both the BA and the BS options, as the GE requirements are not the same. 
· Fix the following issues with four year plans: 
· Plans need to have a minimum of 121 credit hours
· The GE categories need to be specified rather than generic spots for “GE”

· Some courses required for the major are not included for all tracks 
· Math 3607, 4552, 4556 (2 of 3 courses) should be included in the applied tracks and biology track

· Math 1295 should be included in the financial track

· Clarify the discrepancy in the Honors Track 2 four year plan which includes three math major electives and the advising sheet with a choice of one course. 
· Theoretical Honors Track includes Math 4181H twice.

· The four year plans are similar to the plans on the Math website for non-honor students. The panel recommends making any necessary adjustments to these plans as well (e.g. specifying GE categories, including 121 credit hours, making sure all major courses are included) to best serve students.
· Correct typos in advising sheets:
· Math Mathematical Biology Track Honors Requirements lists Biology 3410 instead of 3401

· Recommend including credit hour totals in honors advising sheets
· Daly, Kwiek, unanimously approved with two contingencies (in bold above) and two recommendations (in italics above) 

2. Mathematics 1120 (new course; requesting GE Quantitative Reasoning--Mathematical or Logical Analysis) and Mathematics 1121 (new course; requesting GE Quantitative Reasoning--Mathematical or Logical Analysis)
· Completing these two courses is the equivalent of Math 1150

· Clarify in syllabus that this will carry GE status for BA students only. 

· Correct the pre-request typo in both the syllabus and curriculum form for Math 1120 which states a pre-requisite of Math 075 instead of Math 1075. 

· Correct typo in the third paragraph of the rationale that says “These students are generally advised to enter math 1050 instead of Math 1050.” 

· The panel recommends using more than one method for GE assessment (e.g. midterms, quizzes, etc.) as a way to measure growth. The department might not get the best results if they only use one method. 

· Kwiek, Daly, unanimously approved (both courses) with four recommendations (in italics above)
3. EEOB 5490 (new course)
· This course is a cross-listing of an existing entomology course. The entomology course is offered at ATI, and the EEOB course will be offered on the Columbus campus.
