1. Food Science & Technology 4597.02 (existing course with GE Cross-Disciplinary Seminar; request for 100% DL delivery; return)
· Role of instructor as moderator is still unclear. Much of the interaction is between the students. 
· P. 1: Timeliness of instructor feedback during the online discussions, especially given the topic of food controversies, seems important. Indeed, there is a lot of misinformation in that field, and pointing that out during discussions is important. Hence, there appears to be a need for moderated online discussion. Correction of factual mistakes after the discussion is closed is not as useful. How does one actually know that the students are reading any instructor feedback after the fact? More generally, the topic at hand requires a fair amount of scientific literacy.
· Pp. 8-9: The syllabus includes two disability statements. Request to delete the second one.
· There seems to be a discrepancy between the introductory level of the topics at hand and the 4000-level of the course.
