AGENDA: 
1. HCS 3380 (course change; request GE Cultures and Ideas, change from 2 to 3 credits, add 100% DL)
· The course has the potential to be really interesting. However, the sample questions provided in Appendix A to illustrate GE assessment are not necessarily linked to the GE ELOs. More importantly, the way the questions are phrased seems to reinforce stereotypes, rather than dispel these. 
· The sense of stereotyping is reinforced by the format of the questions in the quizzes. One cannot talk about cultures in a nuanced way & offer multiple choice quizzes for these. 
· The Panel feels that the pre-recorded videos in the DL delivery may also reinforce that sense of stereotyping. Pre-recorded information does not seem to leave much room for a nuanced appreciation of another culture. 

· The Panel thinks that Latina/o Studies will need to provide concurrence on this course request. Assistant Dean Heysel suggests that before Latina/o Studies is asked for feedback, it would be better for Associate Executive Dean Fink and him to meet with their curriculum counterpart in FAES to see how some of the perceived issues can be best solved. A meeting would be far better than the Panel sending feedback via email.
· Distance learning checklist should be the final one. If changes have been made to the syllabus after initial review by OCIO, the Panel should see the finalized checklist. 
2. History of Art 4798 (new course; requesting GE VPA)
· Discussion about location. This course is a generic course number that would likely be used for different locations. However, the course goals and topics list on the form in curriculum.osu.edu exclusively refer to the Florence-Rome offering. Request to decimalize this offering to 4798.01 with a specific title for Florence-Rome & a course description that is specific to this destination. The next destination will then receive the number 4798.02 with a specific title and course description. Different study abroad courses (to different locations) should have different numbers/decimal numbers.
· Provide credit hour rationale. See Appendix 7, p. 123 of ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual . Related to that, provide more information in schedule: What activities are considered “lectures” & how long these are. What activities are considered “structured educational experiences” & how long these are.
· There are three syllabi uploaded. For the purpose of clarity, please remove the 2 syllabi that should not be taken into consideration.

· Syllabus:

· P. 1 Remove sentence about History of Art 4040 at bottom of page. Indeed, there is no History of Art 4040 “International Study in History of Art.”
· P.2: GE language on syllabus is incorrect. These are not the university-approved goals and expected learning outcomes for GE VPA. See https://asccas.osu.edu/curriculum/ge-goals-and-learning-outcomes#Visual%20and%20Performing%20Arts 
· GE assessment plan: Provide levels of achievement for each GE ELO (for example, define percentage of students achieving a specified level on a scoring rubric). Furthermore, what is the process that will be used to review the data and potentially change the course to improve student learning of GE ELOs? 

· Fletcher, Blount, unanimously approved with five contingencies (in bold above)
3. WGSS 4527.02 (new course; education abroad version of existing course)

· Syllabus: 
· P. 1: The term “Maymester” is no longer used. Replace by “May Term.”
· P. 5: Grade breakdown adds up to 115%. There does not appear to be an “analysis paper #2” in this course.
· Request concurrence from Film Studies.
