1. Approval of 3-8-19 minutes
· Aski, Savage, unanimously approved [Hanlon & Dixon e-voted]
2. AAAS 1121 (existing course with GE Historical Study and GE Diversity-Global Studies; request for 100% DL delivery)
· How does the instructor interact with the discussion board? If there is no meaningful interaction, this could lead to disengagement amongst the students. More generally, what is the role of the instructor in the class? Syllabus does not make clear for panel what the level of presence & interaction of the instructor with the students is.
· GE assessment plan: Levels in rubrics are labelled Poor, Fair, Good, and Excellent. However, in response to the question “What is the process that will be used to review the data and potentially change the course to improve student learning of GE ELOs?” (table on p. 1 of plan), the terms “milestone 2” and “milestone 3” are used. Remember to be consistent in labelling levels.

3. History of Art 2001 (existing course with GE VPA, GE Historical Study, and GE Diversity-Global Studies; request for 100% DL delivery)
· Both syllabi include old GEC (i.e., pre-semester conversion) language:

· The term “GEC” is no longer used. Please refer to “GE.” 

· The paragraph that explains what GE categories the course fulfills only refers to 2 categories instead of 3. Furthermore, “Visual and Performing Arts requirement in the Arts and Humanities (Breath)” should simply be referred to as “Visual and Performing Arts.” Under semesters, there is no A&H umbrella category and there is no breath requirement.
· The correct goals and expected learning outcomes (ELOs) for the 3 GE categories associated with the course are listed here  https://asccas.osu.edu/curriculum/ge-goals-and-learning-outcomes  Please use latest GE goals and ELOs (and more generally make sure that all HoA courses that carry GE status include the correct goals and ELOs).
· Where is the interaction with the instructor? Break down one week for the panel: how much reading takes place (typical page range); what is the quiz; what are the videos (lecture?, YouTube-type videos pertaining to art work?, something else?); what is the weekly review; where is the instructor-student engagement piece?
· Please provide a specific GE assessment plan for this course rather than a blank form. ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual https://asccas.osu.edu/sites/asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_Curriculum_and_Assessment_Operations_Manual_2018-19.pdf

4. ASC 2121 (course change)
· The current and the revised syllabus include this statement: “The workload in this course is designed in accordance with the policy set forth by the OSU Board of Trustees: (1) One credit hour shall be assigned for each three hours per week of the average student's time, including class hours, required to earn the average grade of "C" in this course.” However, the Panel and College do not know such a rule. Please see credit hour guidelines established by the Ohio Department of Higher Education in the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual https://asccas.osu.edu/sites/asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_Curriculum_and_Assessment_Operations_Manual_2018-19.pdf pp. 16-17
· What is the role of the instructor in the course? It is not clear how the instructor is present in the course.

5. First-year seminar—John Schrock (return)
· A couple of questions previously posed by the panel have not been address:
· Percentages are not assigned to the various assignments. How do students obtain an S for the course?
· Provide more info on assignments: e.g., What are Book 1 and Book 2 discussions? Week 13: Film 8: Student Pick – TBD: Please explain. Will students choose from a selection of films? Will there be more information provided? Specific guidelines? What do the final presentations entail?
· Aski, Savage, unanimously approved with two contingencies (in bold above) [Hanlon & Dixon e-voted]
6. Combined French BA & MA (new)
· P. 2: Typo: French 4101 should read French 4100.
· P. 2: It is not really clear why two 4000-5000 level courses are both blue and green. Since this is a sample program, it would be easier to give one clear/straightforward scenario.

· If adjustments are made to page 2, then please make sure that totals on p. 3 are still accurate.

· P. 4: Advising form: Typo: French 4101 should read French 4100.

· P. 4: Last line should read 5000-level, since at least one course in the BA must be at the 5000-level.

· P. 5: It is not clear why a Part C with additional courses is provided since Part A and B cover all the requirements for the BA.
· P. 5: It is not clear why only 7 courses toward the MA are to be listed here. All courses toward the MA (at least 10 courses) should be listed—and then indeed there should be a way to indicate which ones overlap between the BA & the MA. Furthermore, since all the requirements for the MA still need to be fulfilled in a combined degree, it is unclear why the distribution requirements are not indicated on the sheet, namely: At least 1 course in 5 of the following categories: I 1, 2, 3, 4; II; III; At least 1 course in category IV, Theory; MA elective.
· Assessment plan for BA & MA. An assessment plan assesses the extent to which the program goals are met. What are the goals for the BA and the goals for the MA? How are these goals assessed (what are the assessment plans for the BA and the MA)? It is not clear why a separate assessment plan would be developed for a combined degree since the combined program still needs to cover all the goals of the BA and the MA.
· P. 13: Exit Survey: Program Question # 5: “I was satisfied with the quality of instruction in my courses outside of the Department of French and Italian.” FRIT might like to add “if applicable” since in this proposed combined degree there is no requirement to take courses outside the department.
