1. First-year Seminar—Elliot Bendoly 

· First-year seminars should offer an introduction to frontier areas of scholarly pursuit, allowing freshmen a glimpse of current topics of research and study, introduce students to unfamiliar academic areas, and provide insight into how faculty conduct scholarship in their disciplines. The Panel would like to see a clear explanation of the pedagogical content of the seminar. What happens during class?
· Likewise, provide some idea of the readings so that the Panel can better understand the proposed seminar. 
· The proposed seminar is based on the four themes included in the OAA proposal to revise the GE: “Building a Just & Diverse World” (incorrectly labeled as “Building a Just and Diverse & Just World on p. 1 of the syllabus and in the proposed schedule), “Sustainability & Resilience,” “Health & Well-Being,” and “Humans in Their Environments.” However, ASC is currently not working under the assumption that the last three themes will be readily adopted. In fact, ASC faculty have stated the need to come up with better themes. The current working model in ASC simply states Theme 1, Theme 2, and Theme 3. 
· Page 2 of the syllabus includes the following sentence, “Each of the quizzes will focus on one of the five General Education Theme modules of the course, and will require students to demonstrate the connection between content discussed, career goals and the value of developing a multi-disciplinary perspective (as embodied by the GE program at OSU).” The reference to “5” modules should be corrected to “4.” Furthermore, incoming first-year students would find this confusing since they would take the first-year seminar while completing the current GE. It might be best to remove the references to the GE theme modules.
· P. 3 of syllabus: Late submission policy comes across as quite strict.

· No vote.
2. SHS 6751-6755 (new courses)
· SHS 6751-6755 will replace the current clinical seminar courses 6742.01, 6742.02, and 6742.03. The reason for this change is that SHS would like their clinical faculty to teach separate 7-week courses (with the exception of summer term for 6755), instead of sharing one full-term course. The content previously taught in 6742.01, 6742.02, and 6742.03 will be spread out across the five new courses: 6751, 6752, 6753, 6754, and 6755.
· The cut-off for S/U is different for several of the courses. Request that the grading be consistent.

· For 6755, ASC Curriculum and Assessment Services will uncheck 8 and 6 weeks before advancing the course. Indeed, this is a 12-week course.
· Statement on mental health is incorrect for 6752, 6753, 6754, and 6755. It is a re-paste of the disability statement that already appears in the syllabus. · For 6752 and 6753, provide 7-week schedules (not 8-week schedules).
· Make sure that assignments are sufficiently explained & all reading clear on all syllabi.

3. First-year Seminar—Ryan Ruddy 
· Syllabus: Make sure to include the boilerplate statement on academic misconduct and the statement about disability services as found on p. 14 of the Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual: https://asccas.osu.edu/sites/asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_Curriculum_and_Assessment_Operations_Manual_2018-19.pdf
· Syllabus: Grading scale: F should be E. (F is not used as a grade at OSU.)
· The course proposal form should be approved by the Chair of the Department.
· Syllabus: Provide examples of current events assignments.

4. First-year Seminar—Nikole Patson
· Use updated statement for “Students with Disabilities” with current address of ODS: see p. 14 of ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual https://asccas.osu.edu/sites/asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_Curriculum_and_Assessment_Operations_Manual_2018-19.pdf 
· Coleman, Kaiser, unanimously approved with one contingency (in bold above)
5. Certificate: Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion (new)

· Suggestion that in the future it might be good to provide a rationale for the need for a certificate.

· How is the new certificate going to be marketed? ASC Communication & University Communication will advertise the new program.
· Sociology will provide the advising.

· Request concurrence from the College of Social Work. 
· Include desired implementation semester.
· Identify distance learning vs in-person courses. This will be particularly useful for students who are not currently students at OSU (post-bachelor degree students) and who may find it practical to take on-line classes.
· P. 3 Correct prerequisite. (In two instances, the word is spelled “perquisite.”)

· Provide prospective enrollment under IV: that is, expected enrollment in the first year & how much that number is expected to increase in the next 4 years or so.
