· To the panel, the course does not unequivocally appear to be a Social Science course. Provide more specifics in the GE rationale document. According to the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations manual, the GE rationale is said to discuss how each GE expected learning outcome will be met in most or all of the following: (a) the course objectives, (b) the readings, (c) the topics, (d) the written assignments, and (e) other course components. In the answers, include specific readings, assignments, etc so that the Panel can clearly see when/where the points outlined by the faculty member in the rationale take place in the course (i.e. connect GE rationale to schedule). For ELO1, it is not clear where exactly the theories and methods of social scientific inquiry are covered in the course. Also some of the stated points for the other ELOs could in fact be covered from a humanities perspective. Finally, for the sample questions in the GE assessment plan for Social Science—Individuals and Groups, request to explain how answers to those questions will cover the specific ELOs.
