1. Welcome and intro to the work of the Arts and Humanities Panel (Carmen Taleghani-Nikazm)
· Introductions
· New courses and course changes (coming from Arts and Humanities units and GE courses) are submitted to the Arts and Humanities panels. Programs (new & revisions) coming from Arts and Humanities units are also reviewed. The panels also review first-year seminars that have an Arts or Humanities content and occasionally brainstorm/provide feedback on policy matters (e.g., review of GE).
· For courses, a syllabus template is used (provided in manual). 

· For all proposals (courses & programs), the panels also look at whether there is appropriate rigor, concurrences, the submitted documents are free of errors, there are no course repeatability issues, etc.

· There are different forms of approvals: full approval, approval with contingencies, approval with recommendations, or no vote/resubmit.

3. Italian 2061 (new course; requesting GE Cultures and Ideas & GE Diversity-Global Studies)
· It might be good to let Jeffrey Cohen (Anthropology) know about this new course since he is developing a certificate related to food—and might be interested in including the course in the new certificate.
· GE assessment plan:

· Refers to earning 85% on questions: Please remember to develop rubrics uniquely tied to the GE ELOs when GE ELOs are assessed & use these rather than assignment grades. Indeed, there may be a difference between an assignment grade (which may factor in a host of different criteria) and the extent to which a question assesses that an ELO is fulfilled in the course.
· Suggestion to decide ahead of time how many samples will be collected for the GE assessment task.
· Crocetta, Otter, unanimously approved with two recommendations (in italics above)
4. Persian 3350 (existing course with GE Diversity—Global Studies & GE Social Science—Individuals and Groups; request for online delivery)
· Online syllabus:

· P. 5: Under “Necessary Equipment”: Include language on webcam and microphone being needed.
· How are the quizzes proctored? 

· P. 8: D- does not exist at OSU.

· What is the role of the instructor in the online course (apart from being a facilitator)? How is the content delivered? Panel wants to make sure that online courses actively involve a faculty member (as opposed to an online course that seems to run automatically).
· GE assessment plan: mentions final “take-home” exam—adjust for online delivery.
· Carmen Taleghani-Nikazm will talk to the instructor about the feedback of the Panel.

5. WGSS 2317 (course change; existing course with GE VPA; renumbering from 3000-level & rename course)
· Suggest to notify Film Studies and other programs that might use the course as an elective in their programs.
· Course description on the form in curriculum.osu.edu still focuses on “women” though the course title has shifted to “gender” This probably needs to be corrected, especially since the description will appear in the course catalog.
