AGENDA: 
1. Approval of 8-29-19 minutes
· Crocetta, Folden, unanimously approved
2. Entomology 3797.01E & 3797.02E (course changes and request to add GE Historical Study; .02 is education abroad)

· Background on course submission: This 2-part course has been run before. However, it was an H course (rather than an E course) and it did not have GE status. The course is now being submitted to this panel to obtain GE Historical Study.
· The Department of History fully backs the request for GE Historical Study for this course.
· Syllabus for 3797.01E: P. 2: Full course description: “The required summer 4-week education abroad component”: This should be corrected to 12 days.

· GE assessment plan: It appears to be overly complex and may not yield the results that are wished for. Some tips:
· Simplify. Have one direct measure per GE Expected Learning Outcome (and possibly one indirect measure).

· It is not likely that the reflective essay on the study abroad experience is directly tied to the wording of ELO#1.

· For ELO#3: In-class discussions are not a good way to measure an ELO. (How does one quantify discussions? Would the conversation need to be taped?)

· Assignment grades are for the most part not appropriate to use for GE ELO assessment. Indeed, there may be a difference between an assignment grade (which may factor in a host of different criteria) and the extent to which a question assesses that an ELO is fulfilled in the course.
· Develop and use GE specific rubrics uniquely tied to each GE ELO.

· ASCCAS will send sample assessment plan & volunteer help.

· Crocetta, Folden, unanimously approved with one contingency (in bold above) and one recommendation (in italics above)
3. WGSS 2260 (new course) 

· Concurrence from Dept of Human Sciences was obtained at the meeting (since one faculty member on the panel is from that department and noted that the course is of interest to the department). This will be communicated to WGSS.
· Crocetta, Otter, unanimously approved

4. WGSS 3575 (new course)

· There is some boilerplate left over from an online syllabus (that appears to have been used as a template for this course). Make sure to remove all such language.: For example,

· p. 3: Under “Grades”: Weekly discussion boards are mentioned, but these are not mentioned anywhere else. Are there discussion boards in this course?
· p. 5: “Writing style” & “Tone and civility”: There are references to writing during class discussions and sarcasm not always coming across online.
· Folden, Crocetta, unanimously approved with some recommendations (in italics above)
5. Revision WGSS BA and undergraduate minor

· Inform the department that ASCC will likely ask them a question about their transition plan.
· Conversation about the complexity of the major assessment plan. The panel decides that the best approach is to have a conversation about this at ASCC.
