· There are 5 panels (2 for A&H, SBS, NMS, and GE assessment panel).

· The panel double-checks accuracy of the proposals, academic rigor, workload, level of detail in schedule, need for concurrences, how course fits in curriculum/major of a department. Education abroad courses need to submit a credit hour rationale. 

· There are different types of possible votes/actions: Approve fully, approve with contingencies, approve with recommendations, or no vote.

· P. 7 of syllabus: D- and E- do not exist at Ohio State.
