2. French 4402 (new course)
· Syllabus: 

· P. 1: The word “homosexual” is dated and carries some derogatory connotations. Prefer “LGBTQ+”. Request to also correct this on the form in curriculum.osu.edu under “Content topic list.”
· Request to use complete standard disability statement: see https://asccas.osu.edu/curriculum/asc-syllabus-elements 
· The curriculum map has not been updated to include the new course. Please include the course and indicate which program goal(s) and levels the new course is designed to meet.

· Martinez, Steinmetz, unanimously approved with two contingencies (in bold above)
3. Turkish 3350 (course change; request for 100% DL; course already has GE Diversity-Global Studies & wishes to replace GE Cultures and Ideas with GE Social Science-Individuals and Groups)
· This course might be taught differently depending on the size of the class.
· P. 5: Grades: Discussions: 5 x 2 does not equal 20%.
· P. 6: “Students will have opportunities to write up to 5 responses to the class readings or other prompts in the course of the semester.” The “up to” is confusing. In actuality, it would appear that 5 responses will be expected.
· P. 8: “Participating in discussion forums: 4+ times per week.” This contradicts the paragraph about discussions on p. 7 that students will contribute to the online discussion board 5 times during the semester.
· Blount, Martinez, unanimously approved with three contingencies (in bold above)
4. Russian 2200 (new course; DL delivery)
· Comment that the difference between 1 and 2 credit hours seems to be more based on homework load than contact hours.

· Provide a list of readings so that the panel can determine what the readings entail.

· D- grade does not exist as a grade at Ohio State.

· No vote.
5. Certificate in Essential Skills for Travel and Business in Russia (new)
· Specify on p. 1, point 1, Certificate type, that it is in fact both a Type 1 A and B certificate. That is, it is intended both as a stand-alone and an embedded certificate. (The current statement only refers to stand-alone.)
· On completion sheet: Add credit hours for all courses. (Currently only 2200 has any credit hour specification.)
· Martinez, Steinmetz, unanimously approved with two contingencies (in bold above)
6. Theatre 4381 (course number change from 3381 and change title)
· P. 4 of syllabus: Lyft has replaced OSU Student Safety/Escort Service.

· Advising sheet for MIP: MIP will need to be informed that they need to update the number to 4381. Also, for the Production Mode Studios, the specification that the courses need to be at the 3000 level or above seems superfluous since all the courses listed fall into that category.
