· Martinez, Steinmetz, unanimously approved
2. Comparative Studies 1100 (course change; request to offer existing course with GE Literature and GE Diversity-Global Studies 100% DL)
· Direct assessment questions sound more like indirect assessment. In other words, they appear to be more reflections on the part of the students rather than questions directly based on the literature read or the films viewed in the course.
· Steinmetz, Martinez, unanimously approved with one comment about the GE assessment plan (in italics above)
3. Russian 3460.99 (100% DL version of 3460.01, an existing course with GE VPA & GE Diversity-Global Studies)
· P. 2 of syllabus. Still uses the old GEC acronym & the GEC-era “Arts and Humanities” umbrella category and the GEC-era “non-western (global).” Under the GE, the categories are simply called: (1) GE VPA & (2) GE Diversity-Global Studies.
· Would it be useful to indicate in more detail how students access the films? Are links included in the week’s assignments?

· The mental health statement mentions the College of Pharmacy. Use the statement approved for ASC.
· GE assessment plan: Tie sample questions to specific GE ELOs. For each GE category there are 2 ELOs & the way the questions are presented in the plan there is no information about whether a question will assess ELO#1 or ELO#2 of a particular GE category. Reminder that ELOs need to be assessed discretely.

4. Revision to Bachelor of Music Education (return)
· Please submit course changes for 4574, 4575, and 4579 in curriculum.osu.edu. Mentioning course changes in a program change does not take care of the actual course change.

· P. 2, third paragraph: Art 4664 is mentioned instead of 4665. 
· On all the revised advising sheets: 
· Left column, under Historical Studies, second line: Could you please confirm that what is meant by “History” is any GE Historical Study course? In other words, the Panel wants to make sure that no GE Cultures and Ideas is permitted in that slot. (Or if Cultures and Ideas is permitted in that slot, the sheet should reflect that.)
· Left column, very last line: There is a reference to the “tan sheets.” These no longer exist.
