Agenda: 
1. Approval of 9-9-19 minutes
· Craigmile, Panero, unanimously approved 
2. Earth Sciences 5501 (new course)
· The course grade is mostly based on a curation exercise and presentation (75% of the grade). It is unclear if this grade will be based on the entire exercise or just the presentation. Could this grade be broken down into smaller parts with other parts of the curation exercise included in the grading metric? Additionally, some weeks of the course (e.g. “What do museums do?”) will not be reflected in this assignment. 
· Second course goal on curriculum.osu.edu is cut off. 

· This course might include too much work outside class for 3 credit hours. 4 hours of work outside class would still be 3 credit hours, but 6 hours of work outside class is approaching 4 credit hours. 

· On page 3 of the syllabus under assessment, the syllabus states “Reasonable allowance can be made for absences due to medical issues or other important, justified reasons.” Add “as determined by the instructor.” 

· The Panel also recommends limiting how many classes a student can miss, since it is a very hands-on course and would be difficult to make up. 

· Change title to “Natural History Museum Data Curation” so as not to be confused with art. 
· This distinction could also be reflected in the course description. 

· If the plan is to broaden this course in the future and market to students in other fields, ask for a concurrence from the Department of Art. 
· Remove “Limited to 3 credit hours maximum” from course description, since this is a fixed credit hour course. 

· The course schedule should include readings.

3. Earth Sciences 5191.01 (new course) (return)
· Ottesen, Craigmile, unanimously approved 
4. Certificate in Hydrogeology (new)
· Correct both letters of support that say “Certificate in Hydrology” rather than “Certificate in Hydrogeology.” 
· Statements about what portion of the American Institute of Hydrology certificate is covered are inconsistent. Make the statements consistent throughout the proposal.  
· Correct the third program learning goal in the proposal and on curriculum.osu.edu that currently states “have completed the much of…”
· Remove “better” from the program goals to say, “students will be prepared to…”
· The program consists of 12 to 15 credit hours. 
· Corrections to prerequisites and exclusions: 
· Geography 5210 – clarify that the exclusion is Geography 5220, as Civil Engineering 5220 is also on the list of course options.
· AgSysMt 4575 – exclusion of ENR 3000, not 300
· Earth Science 5550 – 3 credit hours
· Include the following statement on advising for interdisciplinary programs: Advising and students support services are available through the department, college, and university, as is available to any student pursuing a program. 
· Ottesen, Craigmile, unanimously approved with one contingency (in bold above) and six recommendations (in italics above)
5. Certificate in Natural History Museum Curation (new)
· Maximum number of credit hours should be 14 on the curriculum.osu.edu form
· Include the following statement on advising for interdisciplinary programs: Advising and  student support services are available through the department, college, and university, as is available to any student pursuing a program. 
· Craigmile, Ottesen, unanimously approved with two recommendations (in italics above)
6. Certificate in Marine Science (new)
· Add the credit hours on the advising sheet for ENR 5614
· Should say, “There are 15  tenured and tenure track faculty at OSU…” in the fourth paragraph of the rationale for the program. 
· Ottesen, Craigmile, unanimously approved with two recommendations (in italics above)
7. Certificate in Petroleum Geology (new)
· Include the following statement on advising for interdisciplinary programs: Advising and  student support services are available through the department, college, and university, as is available to any student pursuing a program. 
· Fix the formatting for the second suggested pathway for students. The title for the pathway is cut off. 
· Craigmile, Ottesen, unanimously approved with two recommendations (in italics above)
8. Earth Sciences and Astronomy 5205 (new, cross-listed, team-taught courses)
· The prerequisite of “GE Data Analysis course” may be too general if this course is intended for earth science, astrophysics, aeronautic engineering, and physics majors. Change the prerequisite to Math 1152 and its equivalents or the data analysis courses for these majors and keep “or permission of instructor.” 

· There is no standard OSU grading scale, but there is a default Carmen grading scale. Include the grading scale in the syllabus. 

· Include the readings in the course outline. 

· Fix typo: “Additional reading material will consist of…” rather than “Additional reading material will consistent of…”

· The project proposal adds up to 105%.
