1. Approval of 9-4-20 minutes
· Savage, Romero, unanimously approved
2. Revision to Bachelor Music Education
· This proposal was submitted in two parts by Professor Jan Edwards before retiring at the end of June. 
· One panel member notices that those degrees require a lot of credits. This is necessary due to accreditation requirements.
· The revisions include a change of GPA to go into effect in Autumn 2020. However, it is too late to implement a change of GPA in the middle of the semester. The requested semester of implementation for the revisions needs to be modified.

· Do the requested modifications to the applied lesson and ensemble requirements for BME Jazz Principal Majors apply to all 3 specializations? There seem to be a contradiction in the documents submitted:
· On the one hand: In the memo of 5/29/20, under “Background and Rationale,” J Edwards introduces the revision as applying to the “Bachelor of Music Education instrumental specialization” (first line under paragraph header).
· On the other hand: All three advising sheets (for General, Choral, and Instrumental) include the proposed changes color-coded in purple. Please reconcile memo and advising sheets. Furthermore, the Choral advising sheet does not include the change that applies to Concert Band Enrollment. That is, the Choral advising sheet only includes one of the two proposed changes. Make sure that all the parts of the proposal convey the same message.
· Possible typo: In the same memo of 5/29/20, under “Background and Rationale,” the following sentence appears: “Under the current requirement, the BME jazz principal must complete six units of applied principal classical study with a classical studio professor (2201.xx through 3401.xx) and 12 units of applied principal jazz study (2201.xx through 46XX.xx).” According to the three current advising sheets, the course number is not 46XX.xx but 4501.xx. (The advising sheets do not show any 46XX.xx.)
· Additional typos on the advising sheets:
· In the left column of the existing and revised advising sheets, at the bottom, there is a line for “Req’d Overall GPA” and one for “Req’d CPHR Required [sic].” Those two lines mean the same thing; therefore, only one line should appear.
· On the revised advising sheet for General, in the middle column, the credit hours range for the Music Education Major is stated as 78-82. However, this should read 79-82 (as indicated at the bottom of column three).
· On all three revised advising sheets, the purple addition in the middle column refers to “Jazz principals take 2 semesters of 2202.xx . . . “ The number of the course should read 2200.xx. (Indeed, that is the number given in the accompanying memo and 2202—not decimalized—is an unrelated course on sight-reading for pianists.)
· Savage, Folden, unanimously approved with four contingencies (in bold above)
3. English 1110.02 (existing course with GE Writing and Communication-Level I; request for DL delivery)
· On the form in curriculum.osu.edu the rationale for requesting a distance-learning version of the course could be improved. 
· DL syllabus:

· Penalty for missing online activities is rather substantial. See p. 3: “If you miss more than two days’ worth of online activities for unexcused reasons, your grade will drop a full letter grade (from an “A” to a “B”).”
· The course is asynchronous. Yet, there is language included about attending class.  See p. 7: “If you cannot attend a class, you must turn in the work by the deadline.”
· The comparative in-person syllabus template is very outdated: It is really an old quarter syllabus with outdated GE goals and ELOs, former Ombud of the Writing Programs, references to 110 and 367, the old ODS statement with outdated address. Hopefully, this template is no longer used.
· Folden, Savage, unanimously approved with three comments (in italics above)
4. History 2700 (existing course with 1) GE Historical Study, 2) GE Social Science--HNER, and 3) GE Diversity-Global Studies; request for hybrid delivery)
· This is a course that has three GE categories: 1) GE Historical Study, 2) GE Social Science—Human, Natural, and Economic Resources and 3) GE Diversity-Global Studies. Yet, only the GE Historical Study goals and ELOs are included on pp. 1 and 2 of the syllabus. The goals and ELOs of all three categories should be included on the syllabus.
· P. 2 of the syllabus mentions, “To the best of my knowledge, as of 2020, this course could be taken to fulfill Historical Study or Diversity: Global Studies.” There are three issues with the statement:
· The third GE category, Social Science—Human, Natural, and Economics Resources, is left off.

· By referring to one “or” the other GE category, the statement does not take into account that Diversity-Global Studies can overlap with another GE category. 

· “To the best of my knowledge . . .” indicates uncertainty. Students need reliable information.
· The hybrid status of the course should be made clear very early in the syllabus. Why wait until p. 4 to state that it is a hybrid course where recitation sessions can be followed in-person or online? Also please note that this mode of delivery is acceptable for the duration of COVID-19, but during a regular semester the in-person part of a hybrid course does indeed need to be taken in-person. Request to provide a rationale for why hybrid delivery is the choice for this particular course. Provide clarification in the syllabus about how the course is offered. As such, the notion of hybrid is not clear in the syllabus. 
· Schedule is barebone. What about readings and activities? Have all due dates for assignments been included in the schedule? The Panel wants to have a better sense of how much work is required of students.
· Assessment plan for GE Social Science—Human, Natural, and Economics Resources is not included. This is a category that the course has had since before semester conversion in 2012, but it is nowhere even mentioned in the materials.
· No vote.
5. History and AFAMAST 3083 (existing cross-listed courses with GE Historical Study & GE Diversity—Social Diversity in the U.S.; request for DL delivery)
· Online syllabus:

· The syllabus would be strengthened by including a section on how the course works early on: e.g., mode of delivery, pace of online activities. Where is the interaction with the students in the course? How is the faculty member engaged with the students?
· Related to the point above, p. 7 mentions “live presentations.” When do these take place? Request to add them to the schedule.
· Also, in the schedule, include due dates (not just due weeks) for the assignments.
· P. 9. Kellie Brennan is no longer the Title IX Coordinator. Please update language.
· In-person syllabus: 
· Does not contain the GE ELOs for Diversity-Social Diversity in the U.S. and leaves out goals and ELOs of GE Historical Study.

· Outdated disability services statement. In 2018, an updated statement had already been issued by SLDS and Pomerene had not been used for a few years.

· Savage, Romero, unanimously approved with four contingencies about the online syllabus (in bold above) and two comments about the in-person syllabus (in italics above)
6. History 4125 (course change; request for DL delivery)
· The course was previously reviewed by one of the working groups of the Summer ASCC. The Department of History has done what the ASCC asked.
· The syllabus does not say whether Zoom sessions will be recorded. It would be nice to clarify.
· P. 11. Kellie Brennan is no longer the Title IX Coordinator. Please update language.

· Romero, Savage, unanimously approved with two comments (in italics above)
7. AFAMAST 1101 (existing course with GE Social Science-Individuals and Groups; request for DL delivery)
· How will safety of exams be guaranteed? Lockdown browser? Some other way?

· Since the particular syllabus is used at Newark, there is no need to mention Baker Hall in the Disability Statement on p. 6.
· P. 7. Kellie Brennan is no longer the Title IX Coordinator. Please update language.
· P. 9: Include complete grading scale
· Savage, Folden, unanimously approved with four questions/comments (in italics above)
