· Romero, Folden, unanimously approved
2. History 2700 (existing course with 1) GE Historical Study, 2) GE Social Science--HNER, and 3) GE Diversity-Global Studies; request 100% DL) (return)

· The Dept of History has addressed the feedback of the panel.
· P.7: Office hours and live sessions: “For live presentations, I will provide a recording that you can watch later.” Will there indeed be live sessions with recordings available later on, or is that just left-over from the boilerplate on the ODEE syllabus template? (Live sessions are not mentioned anywhere else.)
· Pp. 9-10: The university-approved disability statement in bold is followed by this short statement:

Self-advocacy is a critical life skill and it is important that you reach out to SLDS and me to ensure your own success.

This second statement seems unnecessary. The URL for SLDS has already been provided in the previous statement & the second one is outdated anyway. (The correct one is slds.osu.edu.) This second statement had better been deleted.
· Pp. 10-13: For the reading assignments, it would be helpful for students to include page ranges in the schedule.
· Folden, Romero, unanimously approved with three recommendations (in italics above)
3. FRIT 3054 (new course; requesting GE Diversity-Global Studies)

· Form in curriculum.osu.edu: The prereq is stated thus, “1103 or equivalent in any world language.” This would mean “FRIT 1103 or equivalent in any world language.” This will need to be rephrased to “Any world language at the 1103 level, or equivalent.”
· Syllabus:

· P. 4: “Reading experience reflections: Two texts are assigned in the course. Both have a reading guide and a final 3-page paper. The parameters of this assignment and grading rubric are on Carmen.” What are the two texts referred to? The list of required materials for the course on pp. 2-3 includes six titles. One can perhaps assume that it is items 2 and 3 that are supposed to be the “texts,” but that may not be as clear for the students.
· Pp. 5-6: “Over the course of the semester, you will be allowed three (2) ‘grace sessions’ without the need for official documentation.” Question: Is it 3 or 2?
· GE assessment plan: The grading rubric included under direct measure is indeed good for grading purposes. It is a rubric that the instructors will use to grade the short essays. However, this is not a rubric that can be used to assess the success of the two GE ELOs. Make sure to develop a rubric that is directly linked to the wording of the two GE ELOs.
· Folden, Savage, unanimously approved with three recommendations (in italics above)
4. Portuguese 5501 (course change; request for 100% DL)

· Why is there no required text for this course?
· Include correct GE goals and ELOs for Foreign Language on the syllabus. The GE language on the DL syllabus submitted does not include the GE goals, includes an “extra” ELO, and the wording of the other three differs slightly from the wording approved by the university. The correct language is:
Goals:
Students demonstrate skills in communication across ethnic, cultural, ideological, and national boundaries, and appreciate other cultures and patterns of thought.

Expected Learning Outcomes:

1. Students employ communicative skills (e.g. speaking, listening, reading, and/or writing) in a language other than their native language.

2. Students describe and analyze the cultural contexts and manifestations of the peoples who speak the language that they are studying.

3. Students compare and contrast the cultures and communities of the language that they are studying with their own.

· Folden, Savage, unanimously approved with two recommendations (in italics above)
5. Pharmacy and History 3708 (existing team-taught courses with GE Historical Study; request for 100% DL)

· The syllabus contains some left-over language for the in-person version: e.g., p. 5: Discussion Participation: There is a sentence that refers to in-person class discussions and another bolded statement about not coming to class if one is feeling ill (also repeated on p. 6). Make sure to proofread the online syllabus to remove any statements that only apply to in-person (or hybrid) delivery.

· Are the synchronous meetings mandatory? There is contradictory information in the syllabus. For example, p.10 states that “Lectures will be online and asynchronous, but we will meet together on Zoom for key discussions.” On pp. 2-3, however, we have the following statement, “This course is 100% online. There will be live, synchronous zoom sessions held during our scheduled class time (M/W, 9:35am-10:55am) in which your attendance is highly encouraged.” So since the lectures are asynchronous but synchronous sessions are mentioned, the latter must be the discussion sessions (which are said to be highly encouraged--but not mandatory). However, on p. 3 under “Attendance and participation requirements,” the following is stated, 
Participating in synchronous zoom sessions: 1 TIME PER WEEK
As part of your participation, each week you can expect to participate in a live, synchronous zoom session to discuss the readings and content for that week. 
So here the synchronous discussions are part of the participation grade, which is further made clear on p. 5 where the 15% for discussion participation is based on everyone’s active participation in class discussions. But then p. 6 again simply states that “[l]ive online class attendance is highly encouraged.”
· P. 7 Collaboration and informal peer-review: What is the video essay draft? It is not mentioned anywhere else in the syllabus.
· P. 9:
