1. Welcome & intro to the work of the panel (Chair)
· Introductions of members.
2. Design 5650 (new course)
· There are two syllabi because this course is like a topics course. Lots of contact hours. The information is very clearly presented in the syllabus that deals with cities.
· Staley, Blackburn, unanimously approved
3. English 5612 (new course)
· Recommend making the syllabus more legible. Pages 1 and 2 especially appear like a wall of text. 
· The course description (that will appear in the course catalog) indicates that “[t]he course is embedded in the collections of OSU’s Rare Books and Manuscripts Library.” The specific syllabus at hand indicates that in-person visits to the Library will take place every class meeting. How does this reconcile with four regional campuses being checked off for the course on the form in curriculum.osu.edu? Would it be possible to offer this course with the Rare Books and Manuscripts Library not being nearby? In other words, would it be advisable to offer this course with possibly only virtual access to the collections? Related to this question, this 5000-level course is designed for upper-level undergraduates and graduate students. Would appropriate faculty be available to teach the course at Lima, Mansfield, Marion, and Newark? The list of faculty interested in teaching the course in the future (see list included in the rationale document) all teach on the Columbus campus. (The Panel simply wants to double-check that the regional campuses were checked off by design rather than automatically.)
· Related to the point above, the Panel notices that on the form in curriculum.osu.edu all the lengths are checked off for the course. Could this course realistically be taught in 4 weeks?

· The panel recommends that the course goals be added on the syllabus.
· Staley, Köhnlein, unanimously approved with four recommendations/questions (in italics above)
4. Spanish 6340 (new course; with 100% DL delivery)
· There is an additional textbook compared to Spanish 3404. Discussion about whether there a descriptive difference between 3404 and 6340 that is substantial enough.
· Might it be a good idea to differentiate both courses more?

· The Panel notices that on the form in curriculum.osu.edu all the lengths are checked off for the course. Could this course realistically be taught in 4 weeks?

· Staley, Köhnlein, unanimously approved with two questions (in italics above)
5. Spanish 3404 (course change; existing course requesting 100% DL)

· The Panel notices that on the form in curriculum.osu.edu all the lengths are checked off for the course. Could this course realistically be taught in 4 weeks?

· Likewise, all the undergraduate ranks are checked off on the form. Is this really a course “intended” for freshmen and seniors? If not, uncheck the box(es).
· Köhnlein, Staley, unanimously approved with two questions (in italics above)
6. Arabic 2001 (new course)
· The Panel notices that on the form in curriculum.osu.edu all the lengths are checked off for the course. Could this course realistically be taught in 4 weeks?

· Blackburn, Köhnlein, unanimously approved with one question (in italics above)
7. Arabic 1113 (new course; requesting GE Foreign Language)
· The Panel notices that on the form in curriculum.osu.edu all the lengths are checked off for the course. Could this course realistically be taught in 4 weeks?

· P. 1 of syllabus: “Successful completion of this course will earn you 4 credits towards the GEC Foreign Language Requirements as described in the ASC MANUAL (2014-15) ….” Request to correct the following:
· The “GEC” has not been used since before semester conversion in 2012.
· The GE Foreign Language requirement is competency-based, not based on the number of credits. For example, taking Arabic 1113 going forward will take care of the whole GE FL requirement, which for some  other students may be fulfilled by taking 12 credit hrs. Remove reference to “4 credits toward…”

· Do not refer to an older version of the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual. The manual has been updated every year since the 2014-15 version. Simply leave out the following “as described in the ASC MANUAL (2014-15) GE Goals & Expected Learning Outcomes as follows.”

· GE assessment plan: Doing indirect assessment is excellent, but the indirect assessment plan included in the proposal is a simple cut/paste of a form used for GE Cultures and Ideas for another course. Adjust questions for GE Foreign Language.
· Staley, Blackburn, unanimously approved with three comments/questions (in italics above)
8. Philosophy 1300 (existing course with GE Cultures and Ideas; request for 100% DL)

· The Panel notices that on the form in curriculum.osu.edu all the lengths are checked off for the course. Could this course realistically be taught in 4 weeks?

· Both the online and the in-person syllabi contain very outdated GEC language that goes back to before 2012 (when semester conversion occurred and the university adopted a then-new GE with updated GE Goals and Expected Learning Outcomes [ELOs]).There is no longer an Arts and Humanities umbrella category (with its own ELOs) and 2.C.3 would not be understood by today’s students. For both syllabi, remove the GE information and instead simply state that the course fulfills the Goals and Expected Learning Outcomes for GE Cultures and Ideas followed by the current boilerplate:
Goals

Students evaluate significant cultural phenomena and ideas in order to develop capacities for aesthetic and historical response and judgment; and interpretation and evaluation.

Expected Learning Outcomes

· Students analyze and interpret major forms of human thought, culture, and expression.

· Students evaluate how ideas influence the character of human beliefs, the perception of reality, and the norms which guide human behavior.

· Before teaching the course, please make sure that ODEE’s syllabus instructions for recommended rather than mandatory language in the syllabus be removed on p. 11. See “(Recommended)” next to headings for the Title IX and Mental Health statements.
· Blackburn, Staley, unanimously approved with three comments/questions (in italics above)
9. Dance 2301 (course change; existing course requesting 100% DL)
· The panel started discussing the following points:

· The Panel notices that on the form in curriculum.osu.edu all the lengths are checked off for the course. Could this course realistically be taught in 4 weeks?

· P. 3: Confusing: The statement that there are no required books in the class is followed by a list of 5 books.

· Credit hours: This is a 1-3 variable credit course. However, on p.3, there is no explanation provided for students who take the course for 1 credit. (There is an explanation for 3 credits and for 2 credits.) On a side note, the homework time for the 2-credit course does not add up to 4 hours. What would students need to do for 1 credit? Do students who take the course for 2 or 3 units still do the same number of assignments although they spend less time on the class?
· P. 6: The percentages do not add up to 100%, except if the 20% for video recording has somehow been misplaced under the 30% for two written scores and performances and one final project. (Alignment issue?)

· P. 10: Kellie Brennan is no longer the Title IX coordinator for the university.
· Pp. 11-12: Counseling and mental health statement is provided twice.
