A Proposal on The Use of Advanced Placement (AP) Credit for Courses in the GEC Requirements for the Bachelor of Arts Degree

Proposal: Students who enter to the university with sufficient AP credit for courses in the skills and breadth areas to fulfill their GEC requirements for the Bachelor of Arts degree in any of those areas must take at least one course in each of the skills and breadth areas at The Ohio State University.  Students who enter the university with AP credit that partially fulfills their GEC requirements in the skills and breath areas must take the courses necessary to complete those requirements.

Possible modifications:

1.  Add Historical Studies to the proposal.

2.  Remove Foreign Languages from the proposal.

3.  Extend the proposal to the Bachelor of Sciences degree.

4.  Add International Baccalaureate Courses to the proposal.
