3335-8-07 Basic education.
Every undergraduate student must complete forty-five hours selected to ensure acquaintance with the three basic areas of academic study; the humanities, the social sciences, and the natural sciences. A minimum of fifteen hours is required in each of the three areas. (B/T 1/10/75, B/T 7/9/2004)
Proposed Rule
Liberal education

Every undergraduate student must complete 100 hours selected to ensure acquaintance with the foundational areas of academic study of Skills, Breadth, and Historical Study: the arts, the humanities, the natural sciences, and the social sciences. A minimum of 10 hours is required in each of the areas.
