4. Enrollment of new Freshmen

b. Suggested that students who are not freshmen be advised to take Chem 121 in Spring & Summer

5. Physics Major numbers increasing dramatically 32 – 50 in one year
a. Causing stress on major course work, there seems to be a difference in ability level for quantum physics
b. Suggested that a 594 be proposed to pilot a new version of quantum to help gear course work more appropriately with students based on educational (graduate work) goals
c. Suggested that 2 sections of course be created with pre-req of Permission of Instructor so that program can meet with students and determine which students should be in which section
