PERSONALIZED STUDY PROGRAMS (PSPs)

HOUSED IN COLLEGE OF THE ARTS

College of the Arts Bachelor of Arts PSP

STATEMENT: The Bachelor of Arts PSP is for students wishing to create an interdisciplinary program involving two major areas of study within the College of the Arts’ departments, school, and research center.

Requirements (181 hrs):

· 60 hours in PSP area of study

· 100 hours GEC courses

· 20 hours electives

· Maintain a 2.5 overall and 3.0 in major PSP area of study
When a student’s proposed curriculum includes ANY coursework from the Departments of Art, Art Education, Dance, Design, Theatre, School of Music, or Arts College, the signature of the College of the Arts Curricular Dean is required.

Process of Application:

· Create Statement of Intent and select a faculty advisor in home department and another faculty advisor in secondary department.

· By Spring of second year, submit BA PSP application with Statement of Intent to Associate Dean for review by Arts Curriculum Committee.

· Approved BA PSP proposals will be housed with the College of the Arts Advisors in Denney Hall. Any changes or modifications to the initially approved program must be approved by the Curricular Dean and both faculty advisors.   

College of the Arts Bachelor of Fine Arts PSP

STATEMENT:  The BFA PSP is for those rare instances in which a student’s skills, interests, and vision lie outside existing majors, double majors, or a major and minor combination.  Students who have been accepted (by audition, jury, or portfolio review) into any of the tagged professional degree programs (Bachelor of Music, Bachelor of Science in Design, Bachelor of Fine Arts: Art or Dance) may elect to pursue the College BFA PSP.  The PSP must be interdisciplinary.

Requirements:

· 181-205 credit hours

· Students must have a minimum GPA or 3.3 overall and a minimum GPA of 3.4 in their current major.

· The student must audition for the home department and be accepted into the home department’s tagged degree:  BM, BFA, BSD.  This department will serve as the student’s home department.
· The total number of credit hours in the GEC must match the total number of credit hours in the “home” department with 114 credit hours in area coursework.
Process of Application:

· Acceptance into tagged department home.

· Create Statement of Intent and select a faculty advisor in home department and another faculty advisor in secondary department.

· By Spring of second year, submit BFA PSP application to Associate Dean for review by Arts Curriculum Committee.

· Approved BFA PSP proposals will be housed with the College of the Arts Advisors in Denney Hall. Any changes or modifications to the initially approved program must be approved by the Curricular Dean and both faculty advisors.
