1. Art Education 467- sent back
a. Need a letter to (1) explain changes made in the revision addressing concerns of Sub B, and (2) indicate that faculty member has communicated with Beverly Moss in the Writing Across the Curriculum office.
b. Changes needed:

i. Add contact info of faculty member on the syllabus.

ii. Add “GEC third writing and social diversity course” in “Other Course Information”.
iii. Check mark still unclear on the syllabus.
iv. Clarify “Powwow attendance” in role of attendance and grading (P.7)
v. Clarify research paper (p.5-6): what is the length and format of Powwow?

vi. Use consistent language of “reference” or “bibliography”. Need clarification of whether it is included in the 10-page length.

vii. Change the language of “7,000 words” (in 09/12/2007 letter from Morris) to 20 pages.
c. Suggestions and other concerns:

i. As a third level writing course: assignments seem brief.

ii. 2nd week might be too early for students to pick a research topic.

iii. The enrollment capacity seems small to be a GEC course.
2. Engineering 360 – sent back
a. Answer GEC writing course guideline #4 and #5 (OM p.36)-- writing component not substantial as a writing course. (4. How do the written assignments fit the objectives of the Historical Study category? 5. How will students sharpen communication skills through the preparation of essay exams and papers and through participation in discussion in this course?) 

b. Changes needed:
i. Need grading scale—what is an A?
ii. Remove course assessment plan from both syllabi and further develop the plan.
iii. Fix typo: 360.01 on p.4 (2nd bullet point under “How to Succeed”), and 360.02 on p.4 (1st line under “Patent research paper”), p.5 (2nd bullet point under “How to Succeed”).
iv. Explain the assignments
c. Suggestions and other concerns:

i. Infringes on Breadth? Would it be interested for non-engineering students?

ii. Is Prof’s CV part of the syllabi?
iii. Is extensive disability statement an ABET requirement?

iv. Requiring three textbooks (360.02) could be unaffordable for students.
v. The enrollment capacity seems small to be a GEC course.
3. EALL’s Major changes- sent back

(1) Overall

a. need a cover letter to list the changes made addressing the Humanities CC contingencies
b. on all table sheets (textboxes), change the right column from “Current….Major…” to “Proposed… Major…”
c. all revised materials need to be dated in the header of the document
