-Is she leaving them 4 weeks to read (no class) because she cannot make it or because she is giving them time to prepare?  Is this a general syllabus template?


-But it’s 5 credit hours…there should be class contact with instructor as well as time to read


-Topic versus function in weekly outline: Topic followed by functional theme (reading week, oral presentation week) committee would like clarification and feels that weekly plan should reflect a topical outline as opposed to assignments

-Subject – is it a historical survey?  Critical analysis?  If historical, how could a PhD student not know this at an 800-level?  Hybrid – survey, criticism, and international (although doesn’t seem like int.’l choreographers are represented)


-Course objectives too broad, too varied for grad level course, not assuming enough prior knowledge
