The Board of Regents Transfer Module committee, made up of about 40 faculty from across the state, meets twice a year to review any revisions to Transfer Modules (TM). Ohio State’s current Transfer Module (see p. 3) was last revised in 1997 for reaccreditation purposes, but since then there have been no substantive reviews or revisions of this document.  

In preparation for the upcoming meeting of the Board of Regents Transfer Module Committee, the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Office, in conjunction with the curricular Associate Deans of the five ASC colleges and all departments listed on the current module, has prepared a list of proposed updates (see p.2).  

Proposals put forward to the Board of Regents TM Committee will be reviewed by the disciplinary sub-committees.  Ohio State has disciplinary representation on these subcommittees.
