Skills: Foreign Language

Goals: Foreign Language coursework develops students’ skills in communication across ethnic, cultural, ideological, and national boundaries, and helps students develop an understanding of other cultures and patterns of thought.
Expected Outcomes are:

1. Students demonstrate basic skills of speaking, listening, reading, and writing in a language other than their native language.

2. Students recognize cultural differences in countries other than their own, and demonstrate an appreciation of these differences.

Courses proposed for this component of the general education curriculum should be designed with these objectives in mind and should be thought of in terms of their contribution to the requirement as a whole. Proposals should address the following questions:

1. How do the objectives of the proposed course fit the goals of the category?
2. How do the assigned exercises and assignments fit the goals of the category? 
3. How do class topics fit the objectives of the category?
4. How will students sharpen their skills in speaking, listening, reading, and writing in a foreign language?
5. How will students learn to recognize and appreciate cultural differences?
Please submit a separate rationale, course syllabus, and 0answers to the questions above with reference to the syllabus, and an assessment plan for the course. Sample assignments and exams may be submitted as well.

Courses proposed for the Foreign Language category should

1. be vetted by the ASC CCI in light of the goals and objectives stated above; and, 

2. in the spirit of “general education courses,” be made available to undergraduates with a minimum of prerequisites required and not restricted to majors.
