3. Psych 990 Unanimously Approved
A) Grad sts in Psych complete a 1-year clinical internship, currently 1-15 credits. Problem is tuition off-site with poorly paid internships.  X89 courses is a zero-credit course shell.  Proposal is to renumber 989 so sts could pay fees only and not tuition if they wanted to register for zero credits

B) The course performance is carefully monitored by accreditation agency
C) This helps students avoid student loan repayment issues, immigration issues, and has little if any affect on insurance coverage, by being able to be enrolled.

D)  Comm also has 689 co-op course that has a similar precedent.

4. Psych 821 Unanimously Approved 
A) Heavily enrolled by those outside of Psych (stats, biostats students)

B) current coursework is worth 4 credits – adjustment 

C) heavy reading list and out of class expectations

D) Mike will send cover letter further explaining adjustment

E) Although many Psych courses are ‘worth’ more than 3 credits, this is one of the few that affects many students outside Psych. Psych would not be interested in increasing credit hours for other grad courses because that would upset cap balance (260 credit hours) so this is not a slippery slope trend.

7. GEC Guideline Revision discussion

A) There are guidelines for general category of Social Science Guidelines but only one of 3 subcategories had outcomes
B) 6 General learning objectives: the language using “are” implies that they are all required. Suggestion to change verbiage to say “may include” so that faculty can reasonably address only relevant assessment topics in their syllabi
C) Sub-Categories:  There are no descriptions of any of these 3 subcategories. Mike created a list of topics that fall under these categories.  
D) Can outcomes comparable to those that exist in sub-category 1 be developed for sub-categories 2 and 3?  

E) Concern expressed for limiting course content with these guidelines.  Clarification provided that not all courses need be offered as GEC and that these guidelines are designed to provide minimums.

F) Should learning outcomes include critical thinking?  If so, where would it be appropriate?  While course is intended to meet narrower sub-category goals, it should make general connection with broader goals 1-6.  Sub-category goals should map onto broader goals.  Broader goals should be inclusive representation of Social Sciences and the committee may want to consider including “critical thinking” in those broader goals.

G) Mike will solicit suggestions for revision so he can have a draft for 1-29 GEC Guidelines Revision Ad-Hoc Committee meeting and the revisions can also be discussed further at subsequent SBS CCC meetings
