Agenda

1. Soc 806 Unanimously Approved
· Context (A. Martin):  No graduate seminar on social movements in the past, demand by grad sts for such courses

· Committee feels it is a very interesting course

· Grad sts have opportunities to draft and submit proposals within the context of this course – a valuable professional development opportunity
· Currently taught as a special topics in soc, formalizing

· Leave blank “Quarter Offered” so sts don’t expect that it be offered every quarter



2. Econ 557 – Contemporary Econ issues in the Middle East  
Approved with Contingency (bold)
· New faculty member who brings specific expertise to subject

· Will likely be run as an x94 in SP08

· Some felt that this course seemed more like a 597 capstone course based on content level and contemporary issues, others saw this course fulfils an international regional studies niche and may be a 400-level course

· Readings: difficult to assess workload for class in terms of readings (length, type – coursepak, book, pdf, on-line)  
· Needs a statement as to how students will be able to access readings (buy books, on web)

· GEC Issues: 

· New course designed to address the GEC Diversity International Issues and  Soc Sci. Indiv. and groups: concern  that within the Soc Sci category, with pre-req of Econ 200 or 201 may deter non-econ students

· Anthro 241 is a middle east culture course.  Suggestion to emphasize in learning objectives the economic aspects of the course so as to differentiate it from similar offerings


3. Econ 597.01  Approved (Pending Concurrences)
· Q: How much of reading/course material is directed at U.S. versus global?  Suggestion from Sociology to incorporate a more global focus? 
· Title: Human Trafficking rather than “Sex”?  There is a sex-trade component beyond human trafficking; “sex” deals with both sex trade and human trafficking: “Sex Trade…”?  But, the actual title of the readings DO reflect the use of the word, “Sex” in the title of the course
· How disadvantaged will sts be without Econ 200 and 201?  These courses will help sts and those without will be supplied with the learning tools they need, but they may get them in an abbreviated form.  Bruce will check with department to make sure these aren’t boiler-plate suggestions.

GEC Issues:

· Consider applying for Category 8 Capstone Issues of Contemporary World
4. Econ 500 – Application for GEC status

GEC Discussion (Committee chose to discuss GEC status issues prior to its 
appearance in Sub C)

· Justifications for GEC Categories could be stronger, for example 557 and 597.01 are much more clearly connected to GEC guidelines and delineated throughout documentation than this proposal.  Could expand in these areas.  May not hold up to Sub-B standards – consider a point by point response between syllabus and guidelines
· A 3rd Writing Course – mainly satisfying Econ department requirement, could be offered internally as a writing course.  The 3rd writing course is not a graduation requirement on the university level, although it is in the Econ department.  Should this remain an application area?
