1. SPHS / Music 815 (Guests: Rob Fox, SPHS and Karen Peeler, Music) 

a. Cross-listing with Music, approved by COTA 5-8 after revisions
b. History and Context (Peeler): 2006 GIS in “Singing Health” was approved and 815 is culminating seminar in GIS.  Pre-existing course is being resurrected, title different, content rearranged and enhanced. 4 instructors involved in teaching (Peeler and Obert will be main instructors)
c. Fox: very much in line with what SPHS does, M. Trudeau deals very much with pathology of voice as well as tune and this course is thus well within the SPHS domain.  2 SPHS instructors are associated with course

d. Pre-req “Med” courses are offered in department of Otolaryngology and students have these completed as part of the program before this course

e. Change in pre-reqs are covered by “admission to the program” (with old courses as pre-reqs) and advising.

f. Committee requests change to 18-char title because “SHS” could be misconstrued as Speech Hearing Science :Singing Health Sem

3. CCI Representative for SBS (2008-2011 term)  Bill Liddle accepted nomination
4. Comm 513 (returning)
a. Prabu discussed education component with proposer and this is a very small component of course. This looks mainly at effects of playing games on individual. No need to send to Edu for concurrence.
b. Title has been changed to “Video Games and the Individual” – change in CRMT
c. Clarification of student research and participation has been addressed.
d. Please replace academic misconduct statement with boilerplate language

5. Comm 614, 620, 636.01, 636.02, 642 (course change request)  All Unanimously Approved 
a. Common rationale for changes: When School merged there were a number of these 600-level courses that could accommodate incoming mixed populations of U&G.  The formerly strong MA component has been replaced by emphasis in favor of Ph.D. programs and these courses have equivalent 800-level courses for grad students. The existence of these as options for Grad students misleads some students and can be confusing. There are very few non-Comm grad sts (8/year) who have taken these courses. This will not have an effect on grad student course offerings or availability.

b. Why not move to a 500-level?  This would have multiple changes in curriculum and undergrads-only can take 600 level.

6.   Psych 321 
a. Conc sent to Math & Stats on 5-8, rec’d Stats 5-9 needs Math conc before it can move forward
b. 2nd course in quantitative/stats course, required for BS students, encouraged for BA students.  Increase in credits aligns current course work load.

c. Does this affect major requirements? No – see attached rationale from Mike Vasey. Most students in BS whom this would affect can still fulfill minimal reqs with this change and it is possible for all majors to fulfill the reqs of the major by taking only 58 credit hours.
d. Why does Psych have 3 and 4 credit courses?  Some topics were too narrow, instructors felt, to justify an increase to 5 in all cases.

e. Increase in lecture time to 78 min from 48 reflects increase in credits as well

f. As an alignment of current coursework, no old syllabi are required because it would look the same as the current one.

a. Conc sent to Math 5-8

b. Survey course in mathematical psychology, pre-cursor to 609 & 617 (syllabi for these courses is included in packet for reference)

d. Was this course ever taught by another professor who was able to cover material in less time?   Dr. Van Zandt has been teaching this for at least 10 years but what it looked like before is unknown.  Also, this is an expanding area which has outgrown its original content size.
