When will the journal be graded? Will students get feedback throughout the course?
The journals will be graded within a week of the deadline for handing them in. For example, the journal for class #2 will be due just prior to class #3 and the students will receive the graded papers at the beginning of class #4.

How will these topics lend themselves to discussion by 18 year olds? 
The description of the class will state that knowledge of high school biology will be very helpful for successful completion of the course. The topics to be covered are based on simple biological principles and should be amenable to discussion by freshmen with some background in biology.

How many pages of reading per week will be required?
The number of pages to be read will vary from 20 to 35 depending on the length of the book chapters covered in any given week.
