a. Committee felt the assessment plan was very strong, especially the last paragraph concerning how the data will be used

b. Committee found this to be a very strong proposal

6. Edu PAES 210 & 211  Unanimously Approved (with contingency in bold)
a. Where Learning Objectives appear in proposal and both syllabi: Use of the term “Body Image”  – does not speak to psychological areas (mental construct of perceptional, attitudinal, and behavioral)  typically and specifically associated with this term, but are they referring to “Images of the Body,” or “bodily forms” Committee recommends adjusting this language

b. 210 syllabus:

i.  p.7 Class paper – “most likely” involve critical thinking?

ii. P.9 What is “the new Science”? – a historical movement 

c. Will replace the 3-credit hour 410 – deleting a course required for major – will this course, as a GEC connect to the major?  How does this course connect to major requirements?  Will 210 and 211 replace 410 (10 credit hours replacing a 3 hour course)?   Noted: when this goes to CAA inadvertently adding 7 credit hours to major? (Information passed on to proposer 5/1/08 kmh)
