C. Description of committee’s duties last year: vetting of curricular changes on course and program level, including GEC courses. It will be at the discretion of this year’s committee chair to decide if GEC-only changes will be seen by this committee. After discussion, the committee decided that the chair will determine whether or not a GEC-only request will go to the HUM CCC on a case by case basis.
D. Semesters discussion: Q: What is the value of this work if all will be revised under semesters? Units will have opportunity to rethink curriculum, but the majority of courses will likely be converted, not changed and many groups are looking into ways to fast-track such conversion changes. Thoughtful revisions of curriculum on a large-scale level are possible but process can be arduous. A change to semesters would be externally motivated by the State of Ohio.

5. Tibetan, Book 3 listing request   Unanimously Approved

B. Is expansion of credit hours appropriate? Is contact time increasing or is this an alignment of current contact hours and work. Please justify why the change from 3 to 5 (as opposed from 3 to 4)

C. French 112 title is: Intensive French in course catalog. What is difference between the two?  The 112 seems to be an intensive summer course including elementary French. Friendly suggestion to change title of 402 and 403 to reflect differentiation from 103 and 104. “Advanced” or some other appropriate title?
7. English 903, 903.01, 903.02 Unanimously Approved
A. Splitting time into decimalization to make transparent to students teaching expectations.

9. Comp Std 270 Unanimously Approved 
A. Seeking to change GEC status from Cultures and Ideas to Literature, keeping Int’l Issues status
B. Is this a literature course? Do they interpret “significant literary texts”? There are many field trips and also film. Seems to be a mainly cultures and ideas courses with more emphasis on culture than analysis and interpretation of literature.

C. Significant literary works are represented but selections within the texts seem short in length. Are there more extensive selections elsewhere?

D. Selections, albeit brief, are rich in literary content. Intent of course seems to be non-theological readings of sacred texts.
E. Is this change driven by enrollments now that the Breadth; Arts and Humanities subcategory of “Cultures and Ideas” is not a required category?

F. Opinion expressed that this course fits better into C&I category.

G. How are students engaging with these texts (via work in class, assignments, work outside of class) – in a more literary manner or a manner more related to Cultures and Ideas?

H. Suggestion to request an old syllabus to see how course has changed toward literature according to Literature Expected Learning Outcomes
