2. Chem 699


a. intro—to correct paper work mistake, change to 1-5 credits, repeatable up to 20 hours and letter graded for Winter 09.


b. Discussion of students taking a course for credit and being paid at the same time: Chemistry does not do both—not paying students to get credits. However, it has been done traditionally in other departments, such as summer interns. It is unique with Chemistry.
c. Letter graded: If a course letter graded, the course can count toward their major. Good for the students. But for students who just need credits and not want to worry about grades, S/U option is better. Can have to two versions, e.g., 699.01 for U/S, 699.02 for letter graded.

a. Update from Dave: Univ. senate is forming a committee and will report back at the end of Winter 2009 with details, implementation time lines and costs. There are many models being considered.

b. Looking at our bench mark institutions—two of them are still on quarters, others have 13-14 semesters. The length of contact hours also affect. One year of semesters appear to be equal to one year of quarters.

c. Questions for semester conversion: How long the semester should be? What should a full course be? (credit hours?) Budget implications? The easiest at the beginning is to be budget-neutral. The two half-terms (7 weeks) will work better. The impacts on rooms? Changes on the GEC structures and courses?
