2) Approve the minutes from 10-28 meeting  (unanimously approved)
a) Motion: Liddle, 2nd Rudd

3) History's position paper and non-concurrence to Classics 324 

a) Update on CCI discussion from 11-7-08 (CCI allowed to overrule a non-concurrence) 
b) Update on Classics 324 – read letter from Chris Highley on behalf of subcommittee to Fritz Graf and his reply. Classics to resubmit.

c) Q: Why did subcommittee not reject HS application and recommend Cultures & Ideas category? Committee chose to provide feedback and recommendation and let the department decide how to proceed.

d) Action Item for 12/9 agenda to make restriction clauses (like that in II.B. on GEC sheets) uniform across GEC categories, otherwise breadth idea of GEC could be undermined. Not currently in Historical Study category. Has never been in Sciences. Gloria to send description of issue for next subcommittee meeting. (In OM this clause is present in Soc. Sci. submission guidelines, but not on p. 32 Breadth) 
i) Implication on History majors of such a restriction?

e) Discussion of history of Historical Study category and submission guidelines development

f) Comment: There is a difference between “History” and “Historical Study” (instructor credentials not under consideration)

g) Is there an unstated disciplinary understanding that can be exploited by other disciplines, i.e. “Cultures and Ideas” – Ideas can be vague and perhaps category definitions may need to become more specialized.
4) Comp Std 336 (VPA) Sent Back with positive suggestions for expansion of assessment plan and some explication on items listed below. 

a) What constitutes 25% class participation? Does this include brief written summaries?
b) What constitutes A,B,C, etc. within grading rubric.

c) Send concurrence to Clayton Funk in Art Ed (AE 160 overlap?) and copy chair (Pat Stuhr).

d) GEC Learning Obj statement well-written

e) Assessment plan looked fine – suggestion to keep samples for 5-year reviews of course

f) Q: To what extent should the assessment plan be made transparent to committee? Some parts were vague as to how exactly particular aspects will be assessed. Will there be a written narrative assessment by instructor? What are methods, tools, criteria that will be used? What is survey and how does it connect to learning objectives?
g) Request copy of student survey mentioned in assessment plan.
h) Suggestion to keep log of changes made to syllabus and teaching materials

i) Suggestion to keep summary paragraph written after each course that discusses the instructor’s assessment of the course.

j) Q: Rationale – third bullet – Where do students become active and critical listeners and learn to analyze popular music - where is this present in coursework?
k) Please provide a short statement to help explain how much contact students have with art? Could this be made more explicit in weekly topical outline (i.e. 1/24 viewing)? Syllabus states that a CD is made available – are there also listening assignments? When are those required?

a) C&I expected learning outcomes more closely fits 2 than 1 and that is fine

i) But how well does it fit the 2nd outcome? Based on topics in syllabus that look at cultural diversity in a fair amount of depth.
b) Short written responses: Not clear on syllabus what students are being asked to  respond to. Is it to the readings? How do these relate to the expected learning outcomes? Would it be possible to give an example? Please be more explicit about what response papers will elicit. This could become important when assessing “portfolio of sample student work.”

c) What will exams cover and how?

d) Request for “narrative departmental Student Revies of Teaching” form.
