Assignments

The main goal of this course is to think about art forms and culture through discussion and writing. We will discuss relationships between visual art, popular music, film, and multimedia, which are important in contemporary culture. The meaning of an art object or cultural event depends on several variables: who is interacting with an object or participating in an event, where it is, how it is made, and who made it. Whether a painting, a film, a work by Nine Inch Nails, or playing poker on the Internet, none of these "cultural products" or "events" exist together in relation to culture, and so, we talk about all these things in the same course.

The description, interpretation, and judgment of what you see builds skills for the Midterm Critical Art Essay, and the constructing of a MySpace age allows to mix media, and lends insight to your Music or Film Paper. We will provide content about film, so you will also be prepared to write about it, 
as well.

Eight quizzes over your readings and listening assignments will be available in Carmen.

The midterm is your Critical Art Essay, in which you carefully follow a rubric and write a critical paper. You will know more about what we mean by being "critical" after you do the first three assignments.

The final will be administered online, in Carmen as listed on the schedule. The format is multiple-choice and it will cover all course content. Remember, unless approved in advance, there are no make-up exams unless you were excused in advance!
