(answer from Registrar:  In general distance learning courses do follow the university schedule.  The 'how' they do it is completely up to them, but a fairly common format would be to have the course listed as arranged, but also give specific meeting dates for when students do need to come to campus - these are usually for an orientation date, and maybe exam dates.  Typically they are beginning and ending the according to the academic calendar.)
vi. What is the subsidy level for a DL course? Same as a traditional course?

vii. Development of DL learning at regionals – who takes these and who has jurisdiction?

(Submitted data request. Also, TELR helps with course development.) 
1. Comment: Chemistry courses offered as hybrid, was vetted and approved by Columbus Chemistry Curriculum  Cmte and in principle are still trying to maintain scrutiny over these things and this should continue. Proposals still need to come to College CCs.

(Answer from Registrar: CIC share courses normally would involve the student actually going to the other campus to take the course.  When OSU students enroll in this manner, they enroll with a dummy placeholder on their OSU record so that they are charged fees at Ohio State while not in residence.  While some of the courses could be distance learning, I suspect that the majority involve the student taking up residence at the other institution for that one term.  If a student enrolls at OSU within the CIC share program, they would have to enroll in a distance learning course or be forced to come to our campus.)
