1. Approve minutes from 1/14/09 meeting  Motion to approve Craigmile; 2nd Krissek Unanimously Approved
2. ECA training (guest: Joe Rutter) 
a. Discussion of use of ECA for Macs. Currently requires MS Explorer platform, windows emulation and server access can be set up through Citrix but vendor has indicated that in the future will be more manageable. ECA staff is working with OIT to make sure all computer labs can function in ECA environment.

b. Benefits: stores documents in electronic repository and workflows can be customized based on approval practices; approvals can be tracked throughout process

d. Top half of screen is “work area” and is individualized

e. To get a package to the work area, you must “lock” package by checking square box next to course name. When a package is locked no one else can edit it, although they can see it. To get a package unlocked, the person who locked it must unlock it or in an emergency, ECA support staff can help to unlock packages

f. In “University View” you can see all packages beyond the departmental view from all colleges at any step in the process (college, OAA, Registrar, DARS – DARS means that a course is in the master schedule students can register for a course)

g. Two-letter abbreviation before course name refers to type of course request (CH = change, GS = Group Studies, etc.) 
h. In a package, Attachments tab allows users to attach related documents and/or .pdfs.

i. “History” tab shows all approval histories and users can also add comments regarding the package. All actions are time/date/user stamped automatically

j. Comment Text boxes within form have limited character capacity. If more space is necessary, one can attach a word document or .pdf in the attachments.

k. Suggestion to note the character limit for each text box so users can determine ahead of time whether to make an attachment or use the text box.

l. To add an attachment: browse, find document then go to upper right-hand bar “Available Actions” and add attachment. If you cannot add an attachment, it is likely due to browser security issues. Go to browser security window and designate as a “trusted site.”

m. The ECA cannot accommodate programmatic requests at this point (major/minor revisions for example). Programmatic requests should still be submitted to ASC C&A Office as customary and will be put into ASC C&A Office CRMT tracking system. This system will still be used for college curriculum and CCI subcommittee and CCI agendas.

n. Because system is sequential departments can put a proposal together at the initiator stage, print it or circulate it among department as desirable, vet it as usual, make changes and no one outside department would see it until department chair clicks SAVE, VALIDATE, COMPLETE. A proposal will not move forward until a proposal is COMPLETED. 
o. Once a package is ready for approval at a certain level, the next person in the chain will receive an email alerting them that action is needed and a link to the course will be provided. A department chair can designate signature authority to someone to approve on their behalf.

c. Nominees in MPS know they have been nominated. All nominees are informed of the finalist to be put forward.

5. Preliminary Discussion: Undergraduate Minor in Computational Science (Guest: Steve Gordon, Ralph Regula School of Computational Science [RRSCS])
a. Multi-institutional course sharing to share resources

b. Core curriculum is competency based for regulatory purposes

c. Currently moving through Engineering and MPS college curriculum committees for initial review
d. P.7 Table 2 lists basic requirements designed to give students underlying idea of computational process and something in their own discipline, essentially a capstone experience

e. 20-22 credit hours required for minor, not including pre-requisite courses

f. Appendix B (p 36) useful list of courses. Suggestion to committee to check if any other courses in their departments might be appropriate to include, especially discipline-specific courses on computational topics

i. Physics 780 series pre-req should indicate permission of instructor, typically offered as a Special Topics: Computational Physics, 4 credits typically offered in winter but can vary

ii. Suggestion to define paths which would take into account pre-requisites (Kate to send minor template advising sheet and Math Minor as an example and copy MPS CCC. Individual members can then reply to Steve with comments, suggestions, additions)

iii. Astronomy 315 possible

HOW TO SEARCH FOR A PACKAGE IN ECA:
1. From any ECA screen, go to “Find” in upper left-hand corner 
2. Click “Package” in drop-down menu 
3. Choose “ad-hoc” profile in first box 
4. Choose “OSUCA_Course_Approval_Template” in second box 
5. In #4 “Select a Field” choose “strCourseNo” 
6. In box to the right of “equal to” type the course number you are searching for 
7. Click “Execute” in upper left corner menu bar
