2. Updates

a. Asmnt management committee chaired by Alexis Collier- new online mgmt system with assessment reporting on the way with the same 26 questions

· Trying to read proposals online due to older screens is difficult; directors in departments to provide those

· ECA works through MACs if logged in through Windows

d. Arts and Humanities Subcommittee proposal of GEC-R changes to Arts & Humanities

· New language- how will this affect an undergrad’s education?  Amendments?  Support?

· It will impact numbers but some courses applying for VPA or Literature (such as Comp Stds 336 and 7 courses in the last 3 weeks) don’t fit those categories and are more so cultural studies courses- multiple send backs and revisions

· Will students move outside their comfort area to choose from other categories with the “not be counted on the major” statement?
· Other idea: courses must come from different units

· Other idea of visual literacy insight area: well articulated and has yet to be implemented; calendar conversion is now an issue in implementation despite appearing as a simple mathematical conversion; cultures and ideas courses could be included in visual literacy component 
· 90% of college revenue comes from the main GEC courses; COTA has increased enrollments over the past years
· Feel free to comment and discuss in curriculum committees; email Rebecca Harvey & Val Williams your consensus and anything to strengthen the visual literacy category
· Some courses in cultures and ideas will necessarily be re-designed into the VPA category due to enrollment; the fix would be to push visual literacy through because it contains the elements of cultures and ideas; Additional breadth area could be fulfilled by this category (depending on degree sought)

· Will students run to 2 of the 3 categories and leave 1 on the sideline?  Consensus seems to be no though cultures and ideas has never been required

· A history of art course has been the only one to fulfill 3 GEC categories
· 2 of the top-50 GEC enrollment courses are COTA

· Assignments and grade distribution page: readings and presentations- no due dates.  Add a sentence saying when they will be assigned (for instance, on first day).
· Pts system and percentage system- how many pts or percents does a student need for a certain grade?  Add grading scale- Despite on back of first page says the grade scale available on Carmen. Perhaps split pts in half to 100.  Or double pts to 400 and use decimal pt to figure their grade (380 pts(3.8=A-, etc).  Recommend using either percentages or points, taking the other out.
· Course introduction- perhaps take out sentence in week 1 saying that the course is structured differently for undergrads and grads since the course is offered only as graduate.
