Freshman seminar proposals 
a. Love, Sex, and Disability ASC 138, Brueggemann

- love is not in the course topics but gender is (perhaps reorder title or include intimacy, in-line with syllabus); perhaps gender is misconstrued as sex 
- are the course goals and statement appealing? Focus is on studies that perhaps freshmen might not get excited about.  Title is a good draw.  Diseases are interesting on their effects on course topics.  
1. Check: accommodation statement- remove the reference to TA
2. Consider changing the title since Love it not mentioned in syllabus
3. Suggestion: goals might be rewritten for more straightforward language at instructor discretion, perhaps as a set of short questions. 

4. Grading: annotated bibliography should be 10% of total grade and final report is 40% of total grade
5. Match wording from GRADING with COURSE ACTIVITIES AND ASSIGNMENTS for student clarity.
6. make number of pages on readings consistent for all readings for clarity
7. Clarification: are the film excerpts all in-class or is the student responsible?

b. Intro to Chinese Tea Culture, Chen

1. slightly revised version has readings and resources listed on 1st page but not broken down weekly, seeing chapter titles of the books could alleviate some concerns about academic rigor
2. 2nd assignment- class presentation or performance, if all choose to perform could have time issues (get rid of performance part and choose something scholarly, or multiple small assignments)

3. little critical thought of tea as economic or ritual or cultural development or in comparative (English vs American vs Chinese) sense

4. needs to go beyond experiential
5. 2 credit hours a week seems a bit excessive

c. There were Jews in Old China ASC 137, Greenberg

1. topics more like how to conduct a research path (participation grades, but other half of grade comes from search strategy) rather than a scholarly topic (change that focus away from process)
2. grading scale not OSU-compliant
3. perhaps multiple assignments to produce the grade 
4. treatment of Native American history a substantive concern and multiple topics are too hit-and-run, stereotypical
5. make course more parallel to 1st example
6. perhaps focus on other ethnic groups perhaps more related to the US, or a local population
7. suggestion to keep Jews in old China and Bushmen and take Native American out
8. development, evolution and survival of groups over time
9. Wk 8 goal questionable, 10th week missing

2. perhaps paper proposal a bit earlier (to provide feedback earlier in qtr)

3. attendance should be 1-third of a grade such as A to A-(or 5% pts) rather than 1-half which would be A to B+

1. Poli Sci needs to send in cross-list 542 course form before this can move on


2. clarify: grading is pass/non-pass midterm and still counts for 20% (what is the breakdown per pass/fail – 100% of 20%, 50% of 20%, zero?)

3. challenge material non-graded- what are the repercussions if a student does not do it?
4. assignments not graded directly listed a concern
5. pressure if the assignment is done
6. is this factored into participation grade?

- research paper- 40% of grade with no writing assignment other than that; 
7. little explanation as to the paper especially what is it about
8. encourage a paper proposal earlier in the qtr with feedback included (40% of grade with little feedback prior to turning it in)
9. graded written assignment for some portion of the grade
10. take-home multiple choice pass/fail midterm suspect in a 500-level course
11. weekly schedule seems a bit out of sorts (multiple Thursdays in 1 week), preferably a day-by-day schedule, less confusing 5a, 5b, 5c-6
12. description of what is considered in those weeks (just a title), do the movies have to be watched beforehand or in class (if beforehand how do the students obtain them)
13. change due time to paper at 11:59 PM (eliminates ambiguity)
14. confusing schedule of readings (required, suggested, optional), list extraneous information elsewhere
15. speaker information useful but planting it in middle of schedule is distracting
