2. Items from Chair: Update on CCI discussion of GEC A&H Category recommendation. CCI did not pass recommendation. It seemed too members who were present at the CCI discussions and vote that the consensus was that the proposed change was to large/fundamental to pass at this time as a piecemeal measure especially with potential calendar conversion as an impetus to rethink the GEC as a whole. There was not much discussion at CCI level regarding subcommittee’s concerns about boundaries between A&H categories which had originally motivated the recommendation.
3. Hebrew 345 – applying for VPA status (had changed from LIT application)
a. Nice rendering of expected learning outcomes

b. Syllabus p.2 item C, typo – “you will be asked…”
c. Friendly question: Is 25% participation too much? What are criteria for “participation and willingness to learn?”  III.B. on p.3 begins to specify criteria but committee shares the concern of the Humanities College Curriculum Committee.  In particular, for the faculty on this subcommittee who have had to justify participation grades to students, they were concerned for the instructor of this course that the lack of specified criteria could open up a subjectivity that could be troublesome later if a student disagreed with his/her grade.

a. This course request is a non-honors version of an honors 367 that was approved by this subcommittee this year.
b. Committee particularly liked the content and inclusion of entry and exit questionnaires in the proposal. Such data will be helpful in assessing student motivations in areas where it is difficult to mine such data currently (such as why they took course) 
c. Suggestion to develop such a template available through Carmen – CCI assessment subcommittee to discuss with Joanne Dehoney.

d. Clarification on course request form for 111: - “UG” will these courses be offered to undergraduates only?

b. Foundation of course is experiential learning, not writing. Looks like a great course in experiential learning and capstone-style course for majors.
c. 3rd writing is not a mandated requirement of GEC. Department can still require this of major and need not have 3rd writing GEC status. Course has existed before 3rd writing course category existed. 

d. Syllabus p2 typo “Management of a virtual company”
e. Does not fulfill requirements of a 3rd writing course despite its other merits as an upper-level course for majors.
