A&S EXIT SURVEY
COLLEGE OF THE HUMANITIES MAJORS
Spring 2007-Spring 2008
Students graduating from a program in one of the five Colleges of the Arts and Sciences (A&S) and from Interdisciplinary Studies at The Ohio State University (OSU) are asked to complete an exit survey as part of their graduation requirements. The survey is focused on student academic experiences, student opinion about their learning achievements in general education and major programs of study, and their future plans. Information from the survey is available to OSU faculty and staff to help improve student success in A&S educational programs. 
THE QUESTIONS ON YOUR HANDOUT
The question asked on your handout is located in the General Education Curriculum (GEC) section of the A&S Exit Survey.  The question picked for this discussion by Associate Dean Julia Watson is: “To what extent have your knowledge, skills, abilities, and personal development improved in the following areas since you began your education at Ohio State?”  Students are then given 16 areas for which to submit an answer.  The seven areas picked for discussion by Associate Dean Julia Watson are:

· Foreign language

· The humanities (literature, culture, and ideas)

· Historical perspectives

· Social diversity in the U.S.

· Diversity in world affairs

· Non-Western culture and thought

· Critical thinking

Answers to the questions pulled from the survey use a 5-point Likert scale ranging from a 5 (‘a great extent’) to a 1 (‘not at all’).  Answers that are not applicable, for instance due to students choosing not to answer the question, have been removed.  

WHAT THE CHARTS MEAN

Student responses to the Likert scale above are summed for those answering ‘5’ (a great extent) and ‘4’ (some extent), and that total is divided by the total number of valid respondents to create the percentage of students answering “to a great or some extent” to each given question.  

The first seven charts (1 chart per area described above) are answers given by College of Humanities graduating seniors from Spring 2007 through Spring 2008.  The first 23 columns represent respondents from that particular major program; the final column represents all College of Humanities respondents.  These charts allow readers to compare graduating seniors’ responses across Humanities majors and compare them to the College mean for these questions.  The total number of respondents in each major (and in the College of Humanities) is given.
The final seven charts are answers given by all A&S graduating seniors from Spring 2007 through Spring 2008.  Each column represents a different college within the Arts and Sciences (including Interdisciplinary programs).  These charts allow readers to compare graduating seniors’ responses across colleges and compare them to each College mean for these questions.  The total number of respondents in each college is given.
SUMMARY STATISTICS

The following represents the response rate from Spring 2007 through Spring 2008 overall and for the majors and Colleges represented in these charts.   Note: responses to the Spring 2008 Exit Survey were extraordinarily low due to method of delivery to students and while included in the charts their response rates are below.  Note: Latin, Modern Greek & World Literatures sent no surveys
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
