I. GEC Course Review

· The subcommittee expects to receive, review, and provide feedback for 23 reports from Course Set 5 covering 10 courses on regional campuses, due in Winter 2010; several two-year progress reports, 1-year resubmission reports, and incoming delinquent reports.
· Participants of Course Set 6 will be notified in September 2009. Wherever possible, reports will be rolled in with upcoming reports for the same course on the Columbus campus as we work toward complete integration of regional and Columbus campus reporting cycles.
II. GEC Category Review
A. 3 faculty focus groups representing the three subcategories of “Diversity” [(1) Social Diversity in the United States;  (2) International Issues, Non-Western or Global; (2) International Issues, Western (non-United States)] will be convened and the subcommittee review the findings and make any recommendations to the CCI.

III. Projects
A. TELR/ Carmen Competencies Project

· TELR and the subcommittee will determine if embedding GEC Expected Learning Outcomes in individual Carmen Sites is feasible and if so, will begin implementation process.

· A pilot group of GEC instructors will explore the use of the Carmen Competencies Tool for use in course-level assessment. The subcommittee will review the findings and make recommendations to the CCI.
B. Distance Learning: The subcommittee will use courses and enrollment pattern data to determine if a review and/or a vetting process is desirable for Distance Learning GEC courses. They will also examine the impact of DL offerings on enrollment patterns. The subcommittee will make recommendations to the CCI.
