Arts and Sciences Committee on Curriculum and Instruction (ASC CCI)

Report for the Faculty Senate 2009 – 2010 

For activities from May 4, 2009 through April 26, 2010
Curricular and Assessment Initiatives

Calendar Conversion and Implementation

· Throughout the year the CCI has discussed updates from faculty, administrators, the OAA Calendar Conversion Curricular Subcommittee and CCI Subcommittees on issues related to calendar conversion (instructional time, class schedule, space needs) as well as the implementation of calendar conversion for curricular activities. CCI offered pro active suggestions for the entry of all course and program data related to semesters in the form of a semester spreadsheet template, which is being used to assist in the creation and pre-population of the Program and Course Electronic Request system.  
· General Education Reform: CCI has had ongoing discussions with the Chair and CCI members of the University-Level Advisory Committee on the General Education Curriculum (ULAC-GEC). Working closely with ULAC-GEC, the CCI helped develop and refine the new General Education (GE) for Arts and Sciences students. The new General Education along with the accompanying “Curricular Experience at The Ohio State University” document were endorsed on April 9, 2010 with the language below and were subsequently approved unanimously by the ASC Faculty Senate.

CCI endorses (1) the Curricular Experience document and (2) ULAC requirements for semester-based GE with a friendly amendment to clarify that typically it will take 3 courses to satisfy the science requirement.

The intent of the authors is: it may be in principle possible to satisfy this requirement with 2 courses in the future Approve the minutes with amendments.

· CCI continues the work of refining, redefining, and defining new student Expected Learning Outcomes as they relate to the new General Education. Three CCI Subcommittees will convene in Spring to propose revised Expected Learning Outcomes to the full CCI.

· On November 20, 2009, the CCI made the following recommendation with regard to 597 Capstone GEC courses and the Diversity Zero-Count requirement: Capstone (597) courses should be allowed to count for any one of the three diversity categories (Social Diversity in the U.S.; International Diversity, Western non-U.S.; or International Diversity, Global, non-Western) as long as departments apply for the dual status and CCI subcommittee approves the Diversity status for the course on basis of content.
· On October 30, 2009 the Transfer Hours Guidelines for the GEC-Revised were approved by the CCI. The impetus for these guidelines was that most transfer students come from semester institutions. These guidelines specify the minimum hours for application of transfer credit under the revised GEC.
Assessment of GEC 

· The CCI Subcommittee on Assessment met regularly in addition to meeting as a core group within the University Level Advisory Committee on the General Education Curriculum, which reports to CAA.  For details on the work of the ULAC-GEC see http://oaa.osu.edu/caa/ULAC-GECHome.php.

· The Subcommittee reviewed the report, “General Education Curriculum Category Assessment Report,” which triangulated five years of findings in individual Course Set Reports, Faculty Focus Groups, and the ASC Graduating Senior exit survey. Based on this report the Subcommittee made a set of recommendations to CCI. · The sixth round of GEC course assessment began in October 2009 and focused on high-enrollment regional campus courses that could be rolled in with their Columbus campus counterparts as determined in cooperation with regional campus deans and faculty.  Reports for approximately 15 courses are due in WI 2011. All of the regional campuses reviewing common courses are working together under the coordination of a Columbus campus assessment contact within departments to submit common course reports. Meetings and individual consultations were conducted at the regional campuses and on the Columbus campus by assessment representatives from the Arts and Sciences Curriculum and Assessment Services Office and the University Center for the Advancement of Teaching . 

· By the end of Spring quarter 2010, the subcommittee will have reviewed and provided feedback to the writers of the Course Set 5 GEC course reports. Reports indicate outcomes are being achieved and course-level assessment of student learning gains is ongoing, although areas for improvement can be identified. 
· Continuing category-level assessment of the GEC, the CCI Assessment Initiatives Subcommittee convened two faculty focus groups of lead instructors for the GEC Diversity: International Issues, Global, non-western category, which was held on October 26, 2009. The findings of these focus groups will be reviewed by the subcommittee on May 2, 2010 and recommendations will be shared with the full CCI.
· As a follow up to the subcommittee’s 2007-08 recommendation, the Curriculum and Assessment Services Office has sent quarterly departmental reminders of the GEC requirements for instructors with appropriate learning objectives and a contact person for questions. These notifications are sent on behalf of the CCI Chair.  
· On October 30, the GEC Quarterly Notification Survey Report was discussed at CCI. A survey conducted by the Curriculum and Assessment Services Office indicated that most departmental chairs forward the CCI’s Quarterly GEC Course Notification emails as appropriate. These emails inform instructors of which GEC courses they are teaching and that the associated GEC Expected Learning Outcomes, as well as a statement as to how the course fulfills those outcomes, need to be on all operational syllabi. The report indicated that most recipients are satisfied with the notifications and that awareness of GEC courses and Expected Learning Outcomes had increased as a result. 

Assessment of ASC Majors

· Majors reporting this year will be done via an on-line survey system developed by OAA. The data from these reports can be rolled up at the college and university level and will be made available internally. At a later date, summary data may be made available externally (contact Alexis Collier, OAA for details). Due to the timing of semester conversion, this year’s report will be a shortened version of last year’s reporting, highlighting such items as the types of assessment methods conducted (direct and indirect),  and how assessment measures have been used to inform semester conversion. The Assessment Initiatives subcommittee provided feedback in the process for reporting this year as well as for future years which take into account semester conversion and its impact on students as well as programs.
Freshman Seminars, Clusters, Professional Pathways Seminars, and Junior Seminars

· A separate report on Freshman Seminars and Professional Pathways Seminars will be submitted to the CCI for approval on May 14, 2010.
Major curricular requests reviewed and approved by ASC CCI:
New Majors

John Glenn School of Public Affairs BA

The purpose of the John Glenn School of Public Affairs proposed Bachelor of Arts in Public Affairs is to provide Ohio State undergraduate students with the knowledge, skills, and values required for public service.   Student expected learning outcomes and an assessment plan have been developed for this major using direct and indirect measures. The proposed BA is built on a liberal arts foundation with a professional orientation in public affairs which highlights the interconnection between applied public policy and the management of the organizations and networks that engage in public issues.  The degree will prepare students for careers in public service or graduate study in related fields (e.g. public affairs, public policy, public administration).

Geography Atmospheric Sciences BS
This major was developed as a response to the expansion of the topics of study in the atmospheric sciences the beginnings of atmospheric sciences in Geography at the Ohio State University. The B.S. in Atmospheric Sciences complements the existing B.S. degree in Geography. It also potentially feeds into the existing M.S. and Ph.D. programs in Geography and in Atmospheric Sciences. There are student expected learning outcomes and assessment plans in place for all the new and revised Geography majors.
Geography Information Sciences BS

This major was developed based on the importance of geotechnologies in society, the strength of the Department of Geography faculty at OSU and the recent review by the department. The new major will allow students to gain unprecedented breadth and depth in GIS. The new major will benefit not only from the expertise of current faculty, but from the long history of research, teaching, and application of GIS in the OSU Department of Geography. The major will increase the visibility of GIS at the Ohio State University and in the State of Ohio.
Major Revisions Approved by CCI
Public Affairs Journalism
This revision is primarily in response to changes at peer institutions and shifts toward more technologically based news reporting over the last several decades. Revisions to coursework included in the major emphasize a shift in media from print to digital and multi-platform modes of communication. The changes were also prompted by student assessment of the program as gathered through survey data and the extensive renovation of physical facilities to include new digital media capabilities. Student expected learning outcomes and an assessment plan have been developed for this major using indirect measures; the program plans to incorporate direct measures in the future.
Math

Revisions made to the mathematics undergraduate curriculum in order to capitalize on the newly developing strengths within the university, create more choices of degree tracks for undergraduate majors, and formalize some changes that have been occurring in an ad hoc way for several years. A reduced set of Core Requirements for all mathematics majors has been established.  Students have the opportunity to choose from among six degree tracks: Traditional Track, Education Track, Applied Track, Applied Discrete Track, Financial Track, and Bio-Math Track. The Applied Track is substantially revised and clarified, thus giving focus and guidance, directing students towards important fields of application for their mathematical skill set. The remaining three tracks, Applied Discrete, Financial, and Bio-Math are entirely new. The program has student expected learning outcomes in place for these tracks and plans to monitor student progress via direct and indirect assessment methods.
Astronomy

Changes by the Physics Department have added eight credit hours to the course load of astronomy majors. The Astronomy Department is concerned about this additional burden on majors and removed one required course, Physics 664. In addition, based on a study of retention and time to graduate, the revision adds two credits of undergraduate seminar, Astronomy 295, as a requirement of the astronomy major. These revisions, combined with the changes in Physics, result in a six credit hour increase in the astronomy major relative to two years ago. The program plans to continue to monitor student learning via an assessment plan on which the department has been making continual progress for 5 years, the results of which contributed to this revision to the major.
Women’s Studies

The Women’s Studies major concentration area requirement was revised. Previously students could only apply designated Women’s Studies courses to the 15-credit hour concentration area. The revisions allow students to apply the approved-related courses to the 15-credit hour concentration area. Students may only apply a maximum of 10-credit hours of non-Women’s Studies approved-related courses to their major. The revisions do not alter this maximum course limit. The program plans to continue to monitor student learning via an assessment plan on which the department has been making continual progress for 5 years.
