1. Approve minutes of 2-15-10 
Masters, Hubin, unanimously approved
2. Proposed GE  
· Three changes to proposed GE were made last Tuesday (2/23/10) at ULAC meeting:
· The categories for Social Sciences will remain at 3 (cf. courses 10 and 11).

· Course 12: drop Social Science (gives greater opportunity for students to take Culture & Ideas or History). 

· Courses 7 and 8: there will be 10 credit hours for both BA and BS. Students will take at least 3 credits in Biological Sciences and 3 credits in Physical Sciences. BA students will take a minimum of 1 lab and BS students a minimum of 2 labs.

· V. Williams: If for open option, students can take foreign language courses that are not currently 101-104, CCI will have to develop learning goals for those courses.

· AP 3 credit is a problem still.
· Member comment: It would be a good idea to get away from acronym “GEC.” “GE” is not far enough. GEC is not well understood and needs its own PR campaign. 
· Suggestion: How about Liberal Arts Core (LAC)?
· A good way to start a PR campaign would be during summer orientation.
· How about Liberal Arts and Sciences Core (LASC)? 
· Clarification for courses 10 and 11: Originally, they were going to re-categorize the courses into 2 groups; this suggestion has been dropped. Students will still choose courses from 2 of the 3 categories.

· Other suggestion: Liberal Arts Core Curriculum (LACC).

· One member thinks the switch to “GE” name is a minimal change. People tend to think it is a typo. In other words, people who do not deal with GEC matters find the change confusing. 
· How about Arts and Science Requirement (ASR)?
· “Foundational” is a better word that “general.” E.g., “foundational education”
3. English 367.01-.05 regular and H (seeking 2nd Writing)  
· English department determined two years ago there was a need to revise the courses.

· 367.02 and 367.02H: 367.02 also had A&H – Analysis of Texts and Works of Art -  Literature GEC status for BS students only. English Department wants to keep that GEC status too. This subcommittee will have to vote on this category too.

· Make sure that all the syllabi have the GEC language for diversity.
· The proposals are fine.

· Assessment plan is good
Non-honors & honors versions: Hubin, Eyerly, unanimously approved.
4. Chinese 210.02 (Seeking Foreign Language)  
· Q: What is meant by “intensive”? A: It is a submersion course for teachers who come back. The course meets several hours a day (maybe 3-5 hours/day).
· Suggestion: put a statement about the prerequisites in the syllabus.
· After Chinese 103, students can take an oral intensive class (210) or a writing intensive class (211).

· This course seems to include a substantial cultural component.

· Q: How are FL sequences going to convert to semesters? A: Most languages 101-104 will be offered over 3 semesters.

5. Women’s Studies 110 (Seeking Cultures & Ideas)  
· Women Studies is redoing its curriculum. This course combines Women’s Studies 101 and 110 content. Women’s Studies 101 fulfilled the GEC Arts and Humanities Cultures and Ideas and Social Diversity in the U.S. categories; Women’s Studies 110 fulfilled the GEC Social Science Individuals and Groups and Social Diversity in the U.S. categories.
· History of Art 201 and 202 have 3 GEC categories as well. 
· The fact that the course wants to fulfill GEC requirements for both the social sciences and the humanities is ambitious. The social science component a little less prominent in this course. It feels more like a humanities course. Convey the concern of this subcommittee to the Sciences CCI Subcommittee regarding the Social Science Individuals and Groups GEC status.
· Q: Grading distribution in syllabus: 40% for recitation and 60% for 2 exams. Is that rigorous enough? A: Yes.

6. Women’s Studies 282/English 282 (Seeking Culture & Ideas)  
· Women’s Studies 380 was recently changed to Women’s Studies 282. Sciences Subcommittee asked Women’s Studies to change the number because: (1) 282 was available for WS & (2) “Introduction to …” titles are not used for courses over the 200-level.

7. Arts Entrepreneurship New Minor 
· The minor was first approved with contingencies by the historical College of the Arts Curriculum Committee in December 2008. Professor Wayne Lawson was hired and worked with Professor Michael Camp in the Business School to create the Arts Entrepreneurship Minor.
· Typo under VIII: Changing the Minor: “Any changes to the requirements must be approved by the Director of the Music, Media, and Enterprise Program and the MME Steering Committee.” This sentence should become: “Any changes to the requirements must be approved by the Director of the Arts Entrepreneurship Minor Program and the AEMP Steering Committee.” 

· Section V: “This  credit hour minor consists of . . .” should be: “This 24 credit hour minor consists of . . .”
· Typo under IX: “The Arts Entrepreneurship Minor requires a minimum of 25 credit hours of course work.” This should read: “The Arts Entrepreneurship Minor requires a minimum of 24 credit hours of course work.”
· This seems like a strong proposal.
