3 GE Discussion: Develop goals and expected learning outcomes for Education Abroad   
· OIA sent links to useful resources. Two documents further refine OIA’s document: (1) Cat Meyers distilled the ideas present in OIA’s document into approximately a dozen Expected Learning Outcomes (ELOs) and (2) Mitch Masters selected highlights and copied them into a separate document. 

· Subcommittee looks at goals and ELOs developed by Service Learning Roundtable for the Service Learning category. This is a good example to look at.

· Difference between goals and ELOs: goals are generic; ELO’s are more specific, refer to actions that can be assessed.
· Member comment: Marquette ELOs are good

· Broad question: How does one differentiate Education Abroad from Diversity International? 

· Brainstorming: Ideas for goals: 
· Gaining awareness of diverse cultures; appreciate other cultures.

· Citizens of the future need to be able to interact on the global stage. 
· Experience otherness: other people see things differently and by going abroad one has the opportunity to be the other (in cultural, religious systems). 
· Experience things that you’ve read about. Being there is important.

· Interacting effectively with individuals. 
· Gain knowledge, skills and perspectives of other cultures and/or social institutions.
· Q: FCOB organizes trip to Hong Kong, for example, to study business practices in this particular part of the world. If we emphasize knowledge of “ethnicity/culture,” does that rule out those types of study abroad opportunities? A: This would fall under “culture” understood in a broad sense (not “ethnicity”).

· Subcommittee agrees on the following goals: “Students acquire and develop a breadth of knowledge, skills, and perspectives across national boundaries by lived experiences beyond the U.S. in order to promote global citizenship.”
