2. Leadership Studies Minor Proposal (non-ASC minor already approved by CAA) 
- Chair: Purpose of meeting is to collect responses about the minor; no vote; full CCI will vote this upcoming Friday.
- Member comment: 

(a) Issue: Asking advising to be done by Department. As mentioned in T. Gustafson’s letter, it would be beneficial to have a single advisor to oversee the program.

(b) Not every department can give good advice on Practicum. Also 693 is an Independent Study number. What would such a Practicum look like? No syllabus is provided. 

-Question about breadth: different students could get very different experiences. There are no foundational/core courses. Also the numbers of the courses offered vary from 100 to 700; this makes the experience even more variable. Foundational course(s) might tie program together a bit. Worrisome: students could potentially take all 200-level courses.

-Other courses that deal with leadership could probably be added.

-FAES requires a minor for their students. This minor is not allowed for students majoring in (1) Agricultural Communication or (2) Agricultural and Extension Education.

-One member is OK with approving the minor, except that something has to be done with the Practicum. Not a good idea to allow other departments to oversee Practicum experience—this would be a good opportunity for a capstone course.

-There also seem to be a lack of theory/academic content in the course offerings.
