Sample Expected Learning Outcomes for Education Abroad
Students will:

· Be able to demonstrate a basic openness to different cultures, religions, and social practices;
· Discontinue the tendency to (or not to) stereotype in particular ways; 

· Develop preferred strategies for making sense of why 'other' people and cultures ‘do what they do.’

· Work effectively in international settings

· Have an awareness of and adaptability to diverse cultures, perceptions and approaches

· Have familiarity with the major currents of global change and the issues they raise

· Have a capacity for effective communication across cultural and linguistic boundaries.

· Appreciate others he/she encounters from different backgrounds. 

· Describe the basic structures of the society of the host country (government, economy and commerce, health care, education, social services, religion, etc.)

· Recognize one’s self and cultural context in relation to others. 

· Demonstrate a commitment to social responsibility in the global sphere. 

· Function effectively within a new environment or system. 

· Demonstrate a level of facility communicating with people from other ethnic and/or linguistic backgrounds
