Shabad, Davidson, unanimously approved
2. Freshman Seminar: Webb (Eureka! Accidentally Found on Purpose)--Return     
· This is a workshop on how to do research. Does it comply with spirit of FS?
· Library research is important though it may not comply with spirit of FS.

· L. Krissek (Chair) goes over course goals: 1) give hands-on experience using a major research library; 2) provide an opportunity for students to consider and observe their own thoughts, experiences, and perceptions in the process of doing research. The course depends on the students’ own Eureka moment (self-reflection).

· This would be K. Webb’s first FS. 

· The required readings do seem to refer to case studies.

· This is her research interest (see Webb’s biographical statement).

· The subcommittee could approve the FS and see if students show an interest and how they react to the seminar once it is offered.
· Soundarajan, Davidson, 4 votes in favor and 1 opposed (with understanding that course will be reviewed once it is offered)

3. Leadership Studies Minor Proposal (non-ASC minor already approved by CAA) 

· FAES interdisciplinary minor already approved by CAA. Proposal is now looping back into ASC to be taken by ASC students.
· One member of the subcommittee: The concerns raised by T. Gustafson before are still valid now.

· Another member suggests that the concerns were addressed in B. Birkenholz’s response to T. Gustafson but proposal itself did not change.
· The courses might benefit from increased rigor. Light intellectual content. The goals of the program lack rigor.
· “Introduction” says that the course work will provide theory (second sentence), but courses are not really theoretical.

· Possible problem with FCOB courses that are not fully developed yet.
· List of peer institutions: many of them are not peer institutions.

· Practicum is required in either the department of major or in the career interest area.

· Taking the minor does not guarantee that one acquires leadership skills. 
· In sum, neither the theoretical not the practical aspects of the minor are being fulfilled. [image: image1][image: image2]
