· Cross-disciplinary seminars goals and ELOs (draft provided by Sciences CCI Subcom):

· Goals: Students demonstrate an understanding of a topic of current interest by producing a scholarly activity which draws upon multiple disciplines and their interactions with students from different majors. 

· ELOs:

· Students are able to synthesize and apply knowledge from diverse disciplines to topics of current interest.

· Students learn the value and limitations of different disciplinary perspectives.

· Education Abroad goals and ELOs (draft provided by A&H CCI Subcom):

· Goals: Students acquire and develop a breadth of knowledge, skills, and perspectives across national boundaries by lived experiences beyond the U.S. in order to promote global citizenship.

· ELOs:

· Students demonstrate the ability to communicate and interact with people from other cultural backgrounds. 

· Students demonstrate the ability to function effectively within another cultural environment and its social system.

· Students demonstrate the ability to develop their own strategies for understanding other cultures.

· Service Learning goals and ELOs ( provided by Mindy Wright):

· Goals: Service-learning coursework helps students become educated, productive, and principled citizens of their nation. 

· ELOs:
· Students can connect concepts and skills learned in an academic course with community-based work and/or connect and apply observations from the community-based work to the course concepts.

· Students can articulate characteristics of the community in which they are working: for example, issues, resources/assets, and culture.

· Students can analyze the ways in which their work in the community reflects mutually beneficial partnerships among students, faculty, and community members.

· Students can explain the need for and practice of civic engagement. 
Thoughts on the Cross Disciplinary Seminars from the Interdisciplinary subcommittee
· Further develop goals and expected learning outcomes for (1) Cross-disciplinary seminars and (2) Education Abroad  
(1) Cross-disciplinary seminars: Goals: “topic of current interest”: drop “current”, or emphasize that “current” in this context is not a synonym for “contemporary”.

(2) Education Abroad 

· ELO1—problem: how do you assess/measure this? B. Vankeerbergen explains that the idea was: students would have to interact with people other than their fellow OSU classmates. Leave out “communicate.” Add “constructively” after “interact.”

· The draft ELOs seem to lack academic rigor.

· Learning Outcome number 2 from Marquette University could be included  here: “Describe the basic structures of the society of the host country (government, economy and commerce, health care, education, social services, religion, etc.)”

· Ability to compare and contrast between U.S. practices and non-U.S. practices is an idea that should be included in the ELOs

· ELO 3 could be removed & replaced with the  2 points listed immediately above (e.g., “basic structures of the society of the host country” and “compare/contrast U.S. and non-U.S.”).

· Comment: Education Abroad courses could very easily apply for international diversity GE status.
