· Cross-disciplinary seminars goals and ELOs:

Students demonstrate an understanding of a topic of current interest by producing a scholarly activity which draws upon multiple disciplines and their interactions with students from different majors. 

1. Students are able to synthesize and apply knowledge from diverse disciplines to topics of current interest.
2. Students learn the value and limitations of different disciplinary perspectives.

· Service Learning goals and ELOs:
Service-learning coursework helps students become educated, productive, and principled citizens of their nation. 

1. Students can connect concepts and skills learned in an academic course with community-based work and/or connect and apply observations from the community-based work to the course concepts.

2. Students can articulate characteristics of the community in which they are working: for example, issues, resources/assets, and culture.

3. Students can analyze the ways in which their work in the community reflects mutually beneficial partnerships among students, faculty, and community members.

4. Students can explain the need for and practice of civic engagement. 

· GE Education Abroad goals and ELOs:

By living and studying outside the U.S, students acquire and develop a breadth of knowledge, skills, and perspectives across national boundaries that will help them become responsible global citizens.

1. Students become familiar with the basic history and structures of their host country, such as forms of government, economic life, social services, religious traditions, and class and race relations.

2. Students can compare and contrast the structures, customs, and practices of their host country with those in the U.S.

3. Students can articulate how their experiences in the host country have contributed to their understanding of the course’s subject matter.

4. Students are able to function effectively within their host country and to interact intelligently with local residents

We recommend that all new course submissions in this category include details of the proposed contact time between students and instructors so that the committee can assess how many credits any particular education abroad experience can fulfill.
