1. Curriculum conversion process--discussion (guest: Terry Gustafson)  
· PACER is new program and course system to input conversion materials. This subcommittee will mostly look at Humanities material. Programs will come with letter of chair. The materials will be reviewed by the A-Dean. Then, the materials will go to ASCCAS, where materials will be directed to the appropriate subcommittee. Some programs will have neutral conversion; about 80% of Humanities have reconfigured their programs in the last few years (these will require minimal level of review). Re-envisioned programs will exist as well (many of them will be graduate programs). Thirdly, there will be new programs. Our job: make sure that everything is OK (materials complete; chair letters complete?). Everyone on subcommittee will have access to PACER. This subcommittee will not be responsible for looking at courses (we’ll have access to them but won’t necessarily need to review them). Each package will also have a letter from the A-Dean. Important to look at transition plans! After the subcommittee, the packages will go to full CCI. Chair of subcommittee will add a short letter (including: what the subcommittee did and how subcommittee feels about the proposal as a whole).
· In two weeks, we should see some programs (likely: Women’s Studies, Greek and Latin, minor in Professional Writing, AAAS, minor in South Asian studies).

· History has redone their courses; content still there but shifted. In other words, this program has been re-envisioned.

· English has re-envisioned 6 courses in their core. 
· Next time, this subcommittee should be looking at transition plan for the foreign languages for the GE (1101-1103).
· There will be a moratorium on new quarter courses beginning mid-November.

· However, there may be a few new quarter programs that will come through this subcommittee.

· Aspiration is to have everything for semester conversion in at CAA by January 31. 

· Registrar: every major requirement will have to be entered manually in degree audit (SIS does not talk to degree audit).
· What about course review? GE courses will be reviewed by CCI Assessment Subcommittee. Honors courses will be reviewed by ASC Honors Subcommittee. All the other courses will be reviewed by OAA. 
· Perhaps subcommittee can help A-Dean with crafting letter.
2. English 361 (requesting Arts and Humanities—Literature)  
· Course by James Phelan. 
· Good assessment plan.

3. Philosophy 294 (requesting Arts and Humanities—Visual and Performing Arts)  
· Concurrence has been obtained from Music. This is an aesthetics course focused on music.

· Assessment plan: carried out by Undergraduate Studies Chair.

4. Persian 374 (requesting Arts and Humanities—Literature)  
· Number of credit hours is left out of syllabus.
· Assessment plan: focused on GE expected learning outcomes.

5. Arts and Sciences 265 (requesting both (A) Arts and Humanities—Cultures and Ideas and (B) Diversity International Non-Western or Global) 
· This is core course for South Asia minor (based in NELC). This will stay an ASC course for the time being. This will be a GEC that counts for a minor. (One cannot overlap GEC with major).
· A few minor discrepancies in the syllabus—ask Stafford Noble to clean up syllabus (use same pronouns, remove red ink, etc).

· Q: Is this basically a student-taught class? A:  Not clear. Ask Stafford Noble to specify how long the presentation needs to be.
