1. Astronomy Courses, converted
a. 1161, 1161 H
b. 1162, 1162 H
c. 2163 H: course offered occasionally as needed by interest. Covers some material introduced in 1162H.

d. Motion to approve all above courses for next step: Mansfield, Vaessin: Approved to move on

2. New Astronomy Courses
a. 2291
b. 2292 
c. existing courses, would fulfill the GE requirement in Physical Science. Conversion is straightforward, but adding GE status.

d. assessment plan is not included in proposal, GE language is in the GE rationale, but not included on syllabus.

e. Courses are being reviewed today to see if the courses can stand as GE, not for advancement.

f. 2291: learning goals directly connect to course material. 2292: could use more clarification on how goals connect to course material. It is unclear to someone from a different background

g. Prerequisites: stated in syllabus one year of calculus and a year of calculus based physics, but PACER requirements only states Physics 133 or 1251.  Physics 1251 has a prerequisite of 1250, giving students a full year of Physics.

h. What group of students would be using these courses for the GE purposes?


1. Had engineering students in mind


2. Any upper level science courses would have the same level of prerequisites, good opportunity for science majors and motivated students who could take the course by permission of instructor
i. 1161, 1161H, 1162, 1162H have conflicting statements on weather the courses are intended for BA or BS students. Must be clarified before approval. Currently these courses are not intended for BS students continuing in Astronomy.
j. Courses can be approved contingent on GE learning goals added to the syllabus, assessment plan to be submitted by end of winter quarter, clarification of intended for BA degrees, and removal and/or clarification of the advertisement for Astronomy 2895
k. Motion to approve with contingencies, Mansfield, Vaessin, unanimously approved with contingencies. 

3. Updates to PACER:

a. Changes to PACER will take some time to complete. Help text will be added next to the GE option explaining what kind of information should be included in the comments section to alert approvers to the GE categories of a course.

b. TG will provide document listing all topic areas with explanation to use in PACER help notes

c. Departments will be instructed to list GE topics in the comments section of the course request form

4. Plan of action for converted, non-sequenced courses
a. For existing GE courses, without substantial changes, send to Vaessin for an expedited approval. 

b. Sequenced, re-envisioned, and new must come to the subcommittee

c. ALL courses from the GEC assessment top 50 enrollment should come to subcommittee
