Mumy, Solomon, unanimously approved
2. Geography Minor  
· Students choose 5 courses: no more than 2 courses at 2000 level and at least one course at 4000 level. Program must be approved by undergraduate advisor.
Guatelli-Steinberg, Solomon, unanimously approved

3. Anthropology Forensic Minor  
· This minor was originally an interdisciplinary minor. It has now moved to Anthropology. 
· The minor needs to specify that at least half the credit hours need to be at the upper-level.

· ASC 211 will remain ASC course but is now coordinated out of Anthropology. Department needs to select a semester number for the course.

· Ask Department to adjust the credit hour explanation on PACER form re: “required credit hours offered outside of the unit.” What about ASC 211? Doesn’t that qualify as “outside the unit”?
· Pharmacy 200: is new number known? Do we know credit hours under semesters?

· Under point “III. List of Semester Courses in the program”: “The Forensic Science minor requires the completion of (15 hours?) which consists of an introductory course (3 hours), a required foundational course (3 hours) and two of three core courses.” Delete “of three” since under semesters there will be five core courses (there were three under quarters).
· Under point “III. List of Semester Courses in the program” and on the Semester Advising Sheet, clarify following reference: (15 hours?).
· In documents pertaining to semesters, replace “GEC” with “GE.” See, for example, under point “III. List of Semester Courses in the program”: under Electives (2nd page)—“overlap with GEC is permitted. . . ” Also the Semester Advising Sheet makes a reference to GEC.

4. Anthropology Minor
· Q: For Anthropology 2200 (new Anthro 200 with lab) will Bio 101 prereq be enforced? A: No.
· Small typo: Cultural anthropology list of semester courses: should say Anthropology 4597.05H (right now it says Anthropology 597.05H).
Solomon, Guatelli-Steinberg, unanimously approved (with small change in bold above)
5. Journalism BA

· Minimum number of hours: might change.
· First page of PACER form: Learning outcomes need to be written in terms of what students will be able to do: “Students + action verb….”
· Why does transition policy not address Comm 604 and 607? What if students have taken the first course and not the second? Will there be a bridge course?
· Rationale for Program Changes: remove reference to “Physics Major.”
· Comm 3204 is listed as part of Core Requirements under “List of Courses in the Program.” However, on the semester advising sheet, it is not part of the Core Requirements but it has its own category: Foundation Requirement. Categories in both documents should match.

· Semester advising sheet: one of the courses listed under Research Method Requirement is “Comm 3149 Survey Research.” This should probably read “Comm 2149 Survey Research” as two other documents in the package mention 2149, not 3149.
· Semester advising sheet: please provide brief explanation of recommended electives category.

· Remove the 4 year curriculum plan: contains several mistakes (e.g., four semesters of FL, Comm 621 [a quarter course] is included, GE courses are referred to by their quarter numbers)
